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I. STATEMENT

1. On November 14, 2008, Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service or Company) filed Advice Letter No. 1522-Electric, along with pre-filed testimony and exhibits in support of the Advice Letter.  

2. By Decision No. C08-1231, the Commission suspended the effective date of the tariff. 

3. By Decision No. C08-1260, the matter was referred to an administrative law judge (ALJ) for preparation of an initial Commission decision, along with procedural guidelines.
By Decision No. R08-1274-I, response time to requests for intervention was shortened to three business days.  

On December 17, 2008, the Petition to Intervene of Nancy LaPlaca was filed.  Ms. LaPlaca is a resident of Colorado and a Public Service ratepayer.  She is actively involved in energy issues in Colorado.  She is also a member of and active in many energy and environmental groups.  Ms. LaPlaca will be directly impacted by this proceeding and contends that here interests will not otherwise be adequately represented in this proceeding.  

On December 17, 2008, the Petition to Intervene of Leslie Glustrom was filed.  Ms. Glustrom is a resident of Colorado and a Public Service ratepayer.  She is interested in and will be affected by the outcome of this proceeding. Ms. Glustrom is actively involved in key issues in Colorado involving energy supplies. She is also a member of and active in many energy and environmental groups.  At this time, Ms. Glustrom cannot determine whether any group will adequately represent her interests in this proceeding.  

On December 18, 2008, the Response of Public Service Company of Colorado in Opposition to Petition to Intervene of Interwest Energy Alliance and Motion to Limit Scope of Docket was filed.  Public-service states that it does not oppose the requested intervention; however, further instruction is requested as to the limited scope of this docket.

Based upon the representations in the pleadings filed by Ms. LaPlaca and Ms. Glustrom, each has demonstrated a substantial interest in the subject matter of this proceeding.  For good cause shown and no objection having been timely filed, the requests to intervene will be granted.  

4. Public Service’s motion to limit scope of docket will be addressed by separate order after response time to the motion has expired.
II. order

A. It is Ordered That:

1. The Petition to Intervene of Nancy LaPlaca and the Petition for Leave to Intervene of Leslie Glustrom are granted. 
2. Ms. LaPlaca and Ms. Glustrom are granted Intervenor status.

3. This Order is effective immediately.
