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I. statement

1. On October 1, 2008, Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service) filed Advice Letter No. 1518-Electric.  According the filing, its purpose is to revise the Determination of Monthly Usage Demand and the Meter Installation sections of the Secondary Standby Service (Schedule SST), Primary Standby Service (Schedule PST) and Transmission Standby Service (Schedule TST) in Public Service’s P.U.C. No. 7 – Electric Tariff.  Public Service requested that the tariff pages accompanying Advice Letter No. 1518 become effective November 1, 2008.

2. By Commission Decision No. C08-1149, the effective date of the tariffs was suspended for 120 days pursuant to §40-6-111, C.R.S., and the matter set for hearing.  A hearing was scheduled for February 17, 2009.  Intervenors were to file answer testimony within 75 days of the effective date of the Decision, or no later than January 13, 2008.  Based on the above time lines, the intervention period in this matter expired on December 1, 2008.  The only party to petition to intervene within the intervention period was MillerCoors, LLC (MillerCoors).  
3. No action has been taken to date on the petition to intervene.  According to MillerCoors’ intervention, as a corporation operating a facility within Public Service’s service territory, the proposed changes to Standby Service are significant to MillerCoors and will affect the rates and charges assessed to MillerCoors.  As such, the tariffs attached to Advice Letter No. 1518-Electric will substantially affect the pecuniary or tangible interests of MillerCoors.  In its motion at issue here, Public Service indicates it has no objection to MillerCoors intervention.

4. The undersigned Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) finds that MillerCoors states good cause and will grant its timely petition to intervene in this matter.

5. On December 16, 2008, Public Service filed a Motion to extend the procedural schedule by 14 days and for waiver of response time (Motion).  Public Service represents that it plans to meet with MillerCoors in the near future to discuss the matters at issue here and determine whether negotiations will be fruitful going forward.  As such, Public Service seeks a two week extension of time in the procedural schedule, which would extend the date for filing answer testimony to January 27, 2009, and a hearing in this matter for March 3, 2009.  Finally, Public Service request that response time to the Motion be waived.

6. The undersigned ALJ finds that Public Service states good cause to grant the relief it requests.  Therefore, the procedural schedule in this matter shall be extended two weeks as requested.  Response time to the Motion is waived.
II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Motion to Extend Procedural Schedule by Fourteen Days filed by Public Service Company of Colorado on December 16, 2008 is granted.
2. The date to file answer testimony in this matter is extended to the close of business on January 27, 2009.

3. The hearing in this matter is now set for March 3, 2009 at 9:00 a.m.

4. The hearing originally scheduled for February 17, 2009 is vacated.

5. Response time to the Motion is waived.
6. This Order is effective immediately.
