I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a letter requesting an extension of time as filed on December 24, 2008, by Mile High Club-N, Inc.  The Commission construes this letter as a motion.

2. On July 15, 2008, Mile High Club-N, Inc. filed an application for a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity to operate as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire.
3. The Commission noticed this application to all interested persons, firms, and corporations pursuant to § 40-6-108(2), C.R.S., on July 21, 2008.  Colorado Cab Company, LLC, doing business as Yellow Cab and/or Boulder Yellow Cab and SuperShuttle International Denver, Inc., and RDSM Transportation, Ltd., doing business as Yellow Cab Company of Colorado Springs, filed interventions in opposition to the granting of this application.

4. The application was referred to an administrative law judge (ALJ) for disposition by minute entry during the Commission’s Weekly Meeting of August 14, 2008.

5. Mile High Club-N, Inc. filed motions to restrictively amend its application on September 19 and 24, 2008.
6. Colorado Cab Company, LLC, doing business as Denver Yellow Cab and/or Boulder Yellow Cab and SuperShuttle International Denver, Inc., filed a motion to withdraw their interventions on September 26, 2008.  RDSM Transportation, doing business as Yellow Cab Company of Colorado Springs, filed a motion to withdraw its intervention on October 6, 2008.

7. The ALJ, by Decision No. R08-1087 (Decision) on October 15, 2008, granted Mile High Club-N, Inc.’s application for a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity to Operate as a Common Carrier by Motor Vehicle for Hire as amended by the Motion to Restrictively Amend Application filed on September 24, 2008.
8. The Decision also dismissed the interventions filed by Colorado Cab Company, LLC, doing business as Denver Yellow Cab and/or Boulder Yellow Cab and SuperShuttle International Denver, Inc., and RDSM Transportation, doing business as Yellow Cab Company of Colorado Springs.

9. Ordering Paragraph No. 8 of the Decision required Mile High Club-N, Inc. to complete certain requirements within 60 days of the effective date of the Decision.  The effective date of the Decision was November 5, 2008.  Therefore, the 60-day period for compliance expires on January 5, 2009.
10. Staff of the Commission (Staff) mailed a letter to Mile High Club-N, Inc. on December 16, 2008.  In this letter Staff advises Mile High Club-N, Inc. that it had not completed the filing requirements of the Decision by a compliance expiration date of December 15, 2008.  This letter was erroneously mailed to Mile High Club-N, Inc.  The actual compliance expiration date is January 5, 2009.

11. In the letter received on December 24, 2008, Ms. Juanita Esquibel, the presidemt and owner of Mile-High Club-N, Inc., requests an extension of time of 30 days to complete the filing requirements of the Decision.  However, the filing requirements set forth in the Decision were completed by Mile High Club-N, Inc. on December 24, 2008.  This request for additional time will, therefore, be denied as moot.
II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. This request of Mile High Club-N, Inc. for an extension of time to complete the filing requirements of Decision No. R08-1087 is denied as moot.  As noted above, Mile High Club-N, Inc., satisfied all requirements of Decision No. R08-1087 on or before December 24, 2008.

2. The 20-day time period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails or serves this Order.

3. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
