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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of an application filed by Public Service Company of Colorado on December 1, 2008 requesting approval of its 2009 Renewable Energy Standard Compliance Plan.

2. On December 2, 2008, the Commission issued notice of the Application.

3. CF&I Steel, L.P., doing business as Rocky Mountain Steel Mills (RMSM); Climax Molybdenum Company (Climax); Colorado Solar Energy Industries Association (CoSEIA); Interwest Energy Alliance (Interwest); and Ms. Nancy LaPlaca (Ms. LaPlaca) all timely filed petitions to intervene on or before January 2, 2009.  Western Resource Advocates (WRA) filed a petition to intervene late and petition for leave to intervene on January 6, 2009.

4. On January 2, 2009, both the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel and the Governor’s Energy Office filed a notice of intervention of right.  On January 12, 2009, Staff of the Commission filed its notice of intervention of right.

5. We reviewed the record in this matter and deemed the application complete in Decision No. C09-0019, effective January 7, 2009.  In that same decision, by our own motion, we shortened response time to the petitions to intervene and WRA’s petition to late file intervention to 12:00 p.m., on January 13, 2009.

6. On January 8, 2009, Ms. Leslie Glustrom (Ms. Glustrom) filed a Petition to Intervene.  She did recognize that her petition was untimely and that she would accept the case as it stands.

B. Findings

7. The petitions to intervene from RMSM, Climax, CoSEIA, Interwest, and Ms. LaPlaca are unopposed, and therefore, we find good cause to grant them.  The response time for the Petition to Intervene filed by Ms. Glustrom has not been shortened and will expire on January 22, 2009.

8. We assign this matter to Commissioner Matt Baker as the Hearing Commissioner for hearing and a determination of the merits, including disposition of Ms. Glustrom’s petition and any additional petitions for intervention.

9. The Commission expects the Hearing Commissioner to issue a recommended decision in this matter.

10. Finally, we note that there is a possibility that the issues in this matter might overlap with other dockets currently before the Commission.  We, therefore, encourage the Hearing Commissioner to establish the scope of this docket at a prehearing conference.  In this way the parties and the Hearing Commissioner can discuss the possible range of issues and determine whether any limits on this range should be ordered.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The petitions to intervene filed by CF&I Steel, L.P., doing business as Rocky Mountain Steel Mills; Climax Molybdenum Company; Colorado Solar Energy Industries Association; Interwest Energy Alliance; and Ms. Nancy LaPlaca are granted.

2. The Petition for Leave to Intervene Late and Petition for Leave to Intervene of Western Resource Advocates is granted.

3. The Governor’s Energy Office, the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel, and Staff of the Commission are all parties in this proceeding.

4. This matter is referred for hearing to Commissioner Matt Baker, acting as Hearing Commissioner, and for the issuance of a recommended decision.
