I. BY THE COMMISSION
A. Statement and Background

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a Joint Motion for Modification of Procedural Schedule and for Waiver of Response Time filed by Qwest Corporation (Qwest), the Staff of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission, the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel, and the Colorado Telecommunications Association.  The Joint Movants are the only Parties to this docket.

2. The Parties propose the following modifications to the procedural schedule as previously set in Decision No. C08-1234:

The hearing dates as proposed conflict with a hearing in Docket No. 08S-520E.  The Commission advisors to this docket are also advisors to the Administrative Law Judge assigned to Docket No. 08S-520E.  Therefore, we will reserve April 13, 14, and the afternoon of April 15, 2009, for the evidentiary hearing.  Correspondingly, statements of position will be due on May 1, 2009.  As agreed to by Qwest, the statutory deadline for decision is extended by 17 days, or until June 6, 2009. 

5. We also note that we will require the Parties to pre-file corrections to testimony by Monday, April 6, 2009.  All timeframes associated with discovery are not changed from those set in Decision No. C08-1234.
