TO THE PARTIES IN THIS MATTER AND ALL INTERESTED PERSONS, FIRMS, OR CORPORATIONS:
I. By the Commission

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for an order on a Motion to Shorten Notice Period to Ten Days (Motion) filed by Colorado Water Utility, Inc. and Deer Creek Water District (collectively, Joint Movants) on January 27, 2009.

2. The Motion is associated with an Application by Joint Movants requesting a Commission order:  1) approving the transfer of control and ownership of Colorado Water Utility, Inc.’s public utility assets to Deer Creek Water District; 2) terminating all certificates of public convenience and necessity issued to Colorado Water Utility, Inc. in conjunction therewith; and 3) authorizing Colorado Water Utility, Inc. to abandon and otherwise cease providing water utility service to all customers located within the Deer Creek Farm and Deer Creek Ranch Estates subdivisions concurrent with the transfer of assets to Deer Creek Water District.  The Application is available for public inspection at the Commission office located at 1560 Broadway, Suite 250, Denver, Colorado 80202, between 8:00 a.m. and 5:00 p.m., excluding weekends and state holidays.  This Order is the notice that the application has been filed.  
3. In the Motion, Joint Movants move the Commission for an order that shortens the notice and intervention period to this Application to ten days.  Joint Movants state that the notice period should be shortened because:  1) the residents of the Deer Creek Water District will also be the owners of the soon to be acquired utility facilities and water rights; 2) all of the affected customers are residents of the Deer Creek Water District, which residents voted overwhelmingly to establish the Deer Creek Water District; and 3) they hope to close the financial portion of this transacation expeditiously.
4. Now being fully advised in the matter and good cause having been stated, we will waive response time on our own motion and grant shortened notice as requested to February17, 2009.

II. order

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. Response time to the January 27, 2009 Motion to Shorten Notice Period to Ten Days filed by Colorado Water Utility, Inc. and Deer Creek Water District is waived on the Commission’s own motion.

2. The Motion to Shorten Notice Period to Ten Days filed by Colorado Water Utility, Inc. and Deer Creek Water District is granted.  The notice period for this Application shall extend through and including February 17, 2009.

3. Any person desiring to intervene or participate as a party in this proceeding, including Staff of the Commission, shall file his petition for leave to intervene, or under the Commission's Rules of Practice and Procedure, file other appropriate pleadings to become a party, by February 17, 2009.  Alternatively, persons who do not wish to intervene or become a party, but desire to file comments, may send written comments addressed to the Public Utilities Commission, 1560 Broadway, Suite 250, Denver, Colorado 80202.  All persons who file an objection, notice of intervention as of right, motion to permissively intervene, or any other appropriate pleading shall do so in accordance with the instructions set forth in the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure and this Order.

4. The Commission may consider the Application without a hearing if no notice of intervention as of right or motion to permissively intervene is timely filed, or no notice of intervention as of right or motion to permissively intervene requests a hearing or contests or opposes the Application.

5. If a hearing is required in this matter, the Commission will notify the parties of the hearing date, time, and location.  Colorado Water Utility, Inc. and Deer Creek Water District must appear at the hearing, if one is set, and present evidence in support of their application.  Other parties may appear and present evidence in support of their position.

6. If a party does not meet the requirements of this Order, the Commission may dismiss or strike the application or intervention upon motion filed by any other party, or upon the Commission’s own motion, unless good cause for failure to meet the requirements is shown.

7. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
