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I. By the Commission

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1. This matter comes before the Commission for an order on a Motion Requesting that the Commission Continue to Hold Docket in Abeyance or in the Alternative Motion for Prehearing Conference (Motion) filed by Qwest Corporation (Qwest) on February 2, 2009.

2. Qwest originally filed its Application for Commission Approval of 2007 Additions to Non-Impaired Wire Center List on June 22, 2007.
  In the Application filing, Qwest requests that the Commission approve its requested 2007 additions to its non-impaired wire center list as set forth in the joint settlement agreement between Qwest and certain competitive local exchange carriers that Qwest concurrently filed for Commission approval in the Commission’s initial Triennial Review Remand Order non-impaired wire center proceeding, Docket No. 06M-080T. 
3. By Decision No. C07-0666, we decided to hold the merits of this Application filing in abeyance until the outcome of the underlying docket, Docket No. 06M-080T, was determined.  Our final decision in Docket No. 06M-080T has been appealed by Qwest to Denver District and United States District courts.  As a result, Docket No. 06M-080T will not be resolved in the near future.  The interdependency of these two dockets is self-evident.  

4. In its recent Motion, Qwest states that this Motion was prompted by the fact that the Application was on the Commissioners’ Weekly Meeting agenda for February 4, 2009 with a recommendation to close the docket.  Qwest argues that the docket should not be closed and asserts that the Commission should continue to hold it open and in abeyance until the court proceedings are concluded and all appeals concerning the Commission’s method of counting business lines have been exhausted. 

5. In the alternative, Qwest requests that the Commission hold a prehearing conference so that it can be heard on this matter. 

6. A prehearing conference is not necessary at this time.  We grant Qwest’s request and will continue to hold this docket open and in abeyance until resolution of the business line count issue is reached.  At that time, we will make a determination whether additional supporting information is required to go forward with the Application. 

II. order

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Motion Requesting that the Commission Continue to Hold Docket in Abeyance or in the Alternative Motion for Prehearing Conference (Motion) filed by Qwest Corporation is granted.  

2. Response time to the Motion is waived.
