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I. By the Commission

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a Motion by Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service), filed on March 30, 2009, to amend its pleading titled “Application for Rehearing, Reargument, or Reconsideration of Commission Decisions C09-0267 and C09-0267-E” filed by Public Service on March 20, 2009.  In Decision Nos. C09-0267 and C09-0267-E, we established a procedural schedule for this docket.  In its motion Public Service requests, inter alia, that we hold a one day hearing on April 20, 2009 with Statements of Position filed by April 24, 2009 and that we issue a decision by April 29, 2009.  

2. Public Service states that it invited all the parties in this docket to participate in a conference call on March 27, 2009 to discuss a revised procedural schedule.  Public Service notes in its Motion that the following parties have agreed to the revised schedule proposed by Public Service: Public Service; Staff of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission; Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel; Governor’s Energy Office; Interwest Energy Alliance; Colorado Energy Consumers; and Mr. Sol Shapiro.  The remaining parties did not express a position on the revised procedural schedule, either by participating in the conference call or by filing comments with the Commission in response to Decision No. C09-0322.


B.
Discussion

3. In the Application for the Establishment of an Innovative Clean Technology (ICT) Program, filed on January 14, 2009, Public Service identifies three general components of the Application: (a) establishment of the ICT program; (b) Approval of the Cameo Project; and (c) Cost Recovery for ICT expenditures. 

4. In its March 20, 2009 Motion for Reconsideration, Public Service states that the need to expedite the procedural schedule results from the proposed timetable for the Cameo demonstration project.

5. Public Service makes two specific requests concerning the Cameo Project:

a) It requests “Commission approval of deferred accounting for the Cameo Project, estimated to cost approximately $4.5 million in 2009”,
 and

b) It “requests approval of the first ICT Project, a Concentrating Solar Power (CSP) Thermal Demonstration project at our Cameo Generating Station (“Cameo Project”).

6. We appreciate the efforts of Public Service and the Parties to propose an acceptable procedural schedule for the filing of testimony, scheduling of the hearing, and filing of Statements of Position.  The proposed dates for these steps are acceptable and we approve this portion of the proposed schedule.

7. We find the proposed three-day schedule for Commission deliberation and preparing of a final Order not feasible, given the anticipated scope of this Docket.  At the same time, we are sensitive to the Applicant’s desire for a prompt decision due to the timetable associated with the Cameo Project.  In view of these circumstances, we will limit the April 20, 2009 hearing in this case to two aspects of the Cameo Project identified in paragraph 5, above.  The Commission will endeavor to issue an order on the Cameo issues by April 12, 2009.  The remaining issues raised in the application will be the subject of the additional hearings at a future date to be determined.
II. order

A. The Commission Orders That:
