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I. BY THE COMMISSION
A. Statement

1. On February 20, 2009, Ramblin’ Express, Inc., doing business Rocky Mountain Limousine, Inc. (Ramblin’ Express), filed an application for authority to publish 11th Revised Page 8 and 7th Revised Page 9 to Passenger Tariff, Colorado PUC No. 4 to become effective on less-than-statutory notice.

2. Ramblin’ Express may provide scheduled service between points in the metropolitan Denver, Colorado area, and points in the Counties of Douglas, El Paso, and Pueblo, State of Colorado, on the one hand, and casinos in Black Hawk and Central City, Colorado, on the other hand, under Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 47966.

3. Ramblin’ Express, in these tariff pages, proposes to decrease the round-trip fare between the above named points and casinos in Black Hawk and Central City from $25.00 to $20.00.  Ramblin’ Express also proposes to decrease the cost of the casino employee pass from $55.00 to $40.00 so long as 100 pass books are purchased at one time.  An employee of a casino is currently able to purchase a book (pass) of five round-trips for $55.00 or $11.00 per round-trip.  Ramblin’ Express proposes to decrease the cost of the book of five round-trips from $55.00 to $40.00 if 100 books of the five round-trip tickets are purchased at one time.  The cost of the fare for each round-trip would be reduced from $11.00 to $8.00 if the pass books are bought in 100 book lots.  Ramblin’ Express proposes no change to the single pass book price for five round-trips of $55.00 for casino employees.
4. Ramblin’ Express requests that the decreased fares named in 11th Revised Page 8 and 7th Revised Page 9 to Passenger Tariff, Colorado PUC No. 4 become effective on March 1, 2009 and remain in effect through September 30, 2009.

5. In support of the decrease in cost of the round-trip fares, Mr. Todd Holland, the president of Ramblin’ Express states:
The current economic climate is proving not receptive to our fares, for service to and from Black Hawk and Central City, as currently approved by the PUC and stated in our tariff.  Our current round-trip fare between areas as allowed within the Denver metropolitan area and Black Hawk/Central City, is $25 .00 per person, and a reduced Casino Employee Pass allows for an $11 round-trip fare.  While we feel that these fares are appropriate, as related to our operating costs and as compared to other similar services we offer throughout the State of Colorado, our actual passenger counts have dropped steeply in recent months, indicating market resistance to our higher pricing, in light of the current economy, as well as other transportation options.
We are specifically requesting a temporary reduction to our current fares, for approximately 7 months through September 30, 2009, in an effort to stimulate interest and increase ridership, in our scheduled service to Black Hawk/Central City.

6. Rule 6207(k) of the Commission's Rules Regulating Transportation By Motor Vehicle, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-6, allows the Commission to grant a change to a tariff on less-than 30 days notice for good cause shown.
7. The Commission finds that Ramblin’ Express has shown good cause to decrease the round-trip fares as named in 11th Revised Page 8 and 7th Revised Page 9 to Passenger Tariff, Colorado PUC No. 4.
II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The application filed by Ramblin’ Express, Inc., doing business Rocky Mountain Limousine, Inc., to allow it to publish 11th Revised Page 8 and 7th Revised Page 9 to Passenger Tariff, Colorado PUC No. 4 under Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 47966 to be effective on less-than-statutory notice is granted.

2. Ramblin’ Express, Inc., doing business Rocky Mountain Limousine, Inc. shall publish 11th Revised Page 8 and 7th Revised Page 9 to Passenger Tariff, Colorado PUC No. 4 on not less than one day’s notice to the Commission.

3. The 20-day time-period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the effective date of this Order.

4. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
