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I.
BY THE COMMISSION
A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (Commission) for consideration of a motion to shorten notice period jointly filed on February 24, 2009 by Shamrock Charters, Inc., doing business as SuperShuttle of Northern Colorado and/or SuperShuttle NOCO (Shamrock Charters), and Colorado Cab Company, LLC, doing business as Boulder SuperShuttle, among other trade names (Colorado Cab) (collectively, Joint Applicants).

2. Concurrently with the filing of the motion to shorten notice period, Joint Applicants filed a Verified Joint Application for Approval of Transfer of Certain Authority in Shamrock Charters, Inc.’s Certificate No. 49759 to Colorado Cab Company, LLC’s Certificate No. 191.  The joint application requests approval to transfer a small part of Shamrock Charters’ scheduled service authority to Colorado Cab.

3. Joint Applicants seek a shortened notice and intervention period of ten days.  As grounds for the motion, Joint Applicants state that their joint application is in essence a request for approval of an organizational change between affiliated entities and, therefore, that the circumstances warrant a shortening of the notice and intervention period to ten days.

4. Rule 1401(a) of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-1 states “Except as provided by paragraph (d) of this rule, any person may file a notice of intervention as of right or a motion to permissively intervene within 30 days of notice of any docketed proceeding, unless the Commission’s notice or a specific rule or statute provides otherwise.”

5. We find that Joint Applicants have provided good cause to waive the 30-day notice requirement of Rule 1401(a), 4 CCR 723-1.

II. ORDER
A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The request for the ten-day shortened notice period filed by Shamrock Charters, Inc., doing business as SuperShuttle of Northern Colorado and/or SuperShuttle NOCO, and Colorado Cab Company, LLC, doing business as Boulder SuperShuttle, among other trade names, is granted.

2. The ten-day notice period shall commence with the issuance, in the near future, of the Commission’s notice that the application for approval of the transfer has been filed.

3. This Order is effective upon its Mailed Date.
