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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Factual and Procedural Background

1. On January 26, 2009, Qwest Corporation (Qwest) filed a Notice Letter for approval of a negotiated Local Interconnection Service (LIS) Entrance Facilities and Direct Trunked Transport Amendment to the Interconnection Agreement (ICA) between Qwest and Greenfly Network, Inc., doing business as Clearfly Communications (Greenfly).  The ICA went into effect on December 15, 2008.  The Notice Letter was filed pursuant to Rule 2533 of the Rules Regulating Telecommunications Providers, Services, and Products, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-2.  As part of their filing, the parties attached a copy of the Amendment.

2. In the ICA between Qwest and Greenfly (collectively Parties), Sections 7.3.1.1.3.1 and 7.3.2.2.1 were marked “Intentionally Left Blank,” as was Exhibit H. The Amendment provides language for §§ 7.3.1.1.3.1 and 7.3.2.2.1, allowing the Parties to allocate the cost of LIS two-way entrance facilities and direct trunked transport facilities through the calculation of a Factor.  Revised Exhibit H of the Amendment defines the calculation of the Factor.  

B. Discussion

3. In Decision No. C07-0183, the Commission stated that ISP-bound traffic and VNXX traffic are not local traffic and should not be included in the Relative Use Factor used by parties to an ICA to apportion the costs of LIS two-way entrance facilities and direct trunked transport facilities. The Amendment filed by the Parties addresses the issue of calculating ISP-bound and VNXX traffic in a manner that is consistent with Decision No. C07-0184. 

II. ORDER
A. The Commission Orders That:

1. Consistent with the discussion above, the Local Interconnection Service Entrance Facilities and Direct Trunked Transport Amendment to the Interconnection Agreement between Qwest Corporation and Greenfly Network, Inc. filed on January 26, 2009 is approved.

2. This Order is effective upon its Mailed Date.
