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I. BY THE COMMISSION
A. Statement

1. On February 9, 2009, YVM, Inc., filed an application for temporary authority to conduct operations as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire for the transportation of passengers and their baggage in call-and-demand limousine service and taxi service between all points in Summit County, Colorado, and between said points, on the one hand, and Denver International Airport, on the other hand.
2. The Commission gave notice of the application on February 17, 2009.

3. Pursuant to § 40-6-120(1), C.R.S., the Commission may, in its discretion and without hearings or other proceedings, grant a temporary transportation authority when "…there appears to be an immediate and urgent need to any point or within a territory having no carrier service capable of meeting such need."  

4. YVM, Inc., therefore must show that:  (1) there is an immediate and urgent need for the service; and (2) there is no carrier capable of meeting the need. If an applicant fails to meet either prong of this test, its application must be denied.  
B. Findings of Fact


5.
Thirty-seven letters, in the form of a questionnaire, were submitted in support of the application.  The person completing the questionnaire was given the opportunity to respond to 14 questions/statements regarding taxi service in Summit County.  Six of these statements/questions were worded as follows: a) Origins and destinations from and to which transportation is needed; b) Number of trips needed per month; c) Provide details regarding all problems as to each trip; d) Effect on you of poor or no service; e) Other problems or comments; and f) Other knowledge regarding possible transportation in Summit County.


6.
The comments provided by the signers of the letters consistently indicate dissatisfaction with the existing carriers that provide some type transportation service in Summit County.  The signers of many of the letters state that one of the existing carriers, Rainbows, Inc., doing business as 453-Taxi (453-Taxi),
 does not provide adequate taxi service.  The signers frequently state that no one at 453-Taxi will answer the telephone when a call is made to request service.  The signers of the letters also state that 453-Taxi does not provide service in a timely manner.


7.
The signers of the letters also express dissatisfaction with the service provided by Fresh Tracks Transportation
 and Northern Lights Taxi.


8.
The signers of the letters consistently express an immediate need for additional transportation service in Summit County.  The signers of the letters also indicate that the carriers currently providing transportation services in Summit County are not adequately meeting the needs of the public.

C. Conclusions


9.
The Commission finds that an immediate and urgent need for the requested transportation services has been shown to exist, and that no other carrier has been shown to be capable of providing the service.


10.
The Commission finds that YVM, Inc., has adequate equipment and financial resources to begin immediate service within the scope of the authority sought.


11.
The Commission finds that this application for temporary authority is in the public interest.


12.
YVM, Inc., is advised that the grant of a temporary authority creates no presumption that a permanent authority will be granted.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. YVM, Inc., is granted temporary authority to conduct operations as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire for a period of 180 days commencing from the Mailed Date of this Order, with authority as set forth in the Appendix.

2. YVM, Inc., shall operate in accordance with all applicable Commission rules and regulations.
3. YVM, Inc., shall not commence operation until it has: (a) caused proof of insurance (a Form E) or surety bond coverage to be filed with the Commission in accordance with Rule 6007 of the Rules Regulating Transportation by Motor Vehicle, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR), 723-6; (b) paid to the Commission the $50.00 vehicle identification fee for each vehicle to be operated under authority granted by the Commission; (c) filed a tariff in compliance with Rule 6207, with an effective date no earlier than ten days after the tariff is received by the Commission; and (d) received notice in writing from the Commission that it is in compliance and may begin service.
4. If YVM, Inc., does not comply with the requirements of this Order within 30 days of its effective date, then the temporary authority shall be void.  For good cause shown, the Commission may grant additional time for compliance if the request for additional time is filed within the 30 days.

5. The 20-day time period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails this Order.

6. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.

� Dallas J. Mann, doing business as Northern Lights Taxi may, under Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 55758, provide taxi service between all points in the Town of Breckenridge, Colorado.
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
