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I. By the Commission

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for an order on a Joint Motion (1) For Commission Rejection of PSCO Attempt to Modify Commission-Approved RFP to Allow Unilateral Disqualifications by PSCO of Bids Due to Transmission Questions, or (2) In the Alternative, to Require (A) Full Public Disclosure of all PSCO’s Transmission Plans and (B) Verification by Commission or Independent Evaluator of Appropriateness of Bid Disqualifications Proposed by PSCO and for Shortened Response time (Joint Motion).  The Joint Motion was filed by the Colorado Independent Energy Association (CIEA) and Interwest Energy Alliance (Interwest)(collectively, Joint Movants) on February 25, 2009.

2. The Joint Motion requests rejection of Public Service Company of Colorado’s (Public Service) "Communication Concerning Transmission" that would alter the Commission's previously approved Request for Proposals (RFPs).  In the alternative, if it is not rejected, Joint Movants request that the Commission require public disclosure of all of Public Service’s transmission plans and require verification by the Commission or the independent evaluator of the appropriateness of bid disqualifications proposed by Public Service.  
3. In the Joint Motion, Joint Movants also request that the Commission shorten the response time to the Joint Motion to five days.  CIEA and Interwest claim that the deadline for independent power producers (IPPs) is soon, and shortened response time of five days is critical to resolve the issues as soon as possible to ensure that the IPPs are able to compete on a level playing field during the resource acquisition period.
4. We agree that this Joint Motion merits a shortened response time.  We grant the request for shortened notice.  All parties must submit their responses to this Joint Motion by Friday, March 6, 2009 at 12:00 p.m. so that we have time to review the responses and assess the merits of the Joint Motion as soon as possible.  We also note that the Joint Movants filed this Joint Motion on February 25, 2009, so other parties in this docket have had ample time to prepare a response.
II. order

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Request for Shortened Response Time contained in the Joint Motion filed by the Colorado Independent Energy Association and Interwest Energy Alliance on February 25, 2009, is granted.  The response time for this Joint Motion shall extend through Friday, March 6, 2009 at 12:00 p.m.
2. All responses to the Joint Motion are due on Friday, March 6, 2009 at 12:00 p.m.
