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I. BY THE COMMISSION
A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1. On February 20, 2009, Dallas J. Mann, doing business as Northern Lights Taxi (Northern Lights Taxi), filed an application for emergency temporary approval to allow Joey Schrik to assume operational control of Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity (CPCN) PUC No. 55758.

Pursuant to § 40-6-120(2), C.R.S., the Commission may grant temporary approval of a certificate transfer "if it appears that failure to grant such temporary approval may result in destruction of or injury to such carrier or carrier properties sought to be acquired, or to interfere substantially with their future usefulness in the performance of adequate and continuous service to the public."  Section 40-6-120(4), C.R.S., further states: "If the Commission is of the opinion that an emergency exists, it may issue emergency temporary authority or approval at once by 

2. making specific reference in its order to the circumstances constituting the emergency, in which case no notice need be given, but any such emergency authority or approval shall expire no later than thirty days after it was issued."

3. Rainbows, Inc., doing business as 453-Taxi (453-Taxi) filed an intervention opposing the granting of this application.  Intervenor 453-Taxi may, under CPCN PUC No. 58482, provide taxi service between all points in Summit County, State of Colorado.

4. A one page document entitled Statement of Support and Fact was submitted with this application.  Included in this document is the following statement:

If the application is not granted, Northern Lights Taxi will be forced to cease operations.  Mr. Mann has had to temporarily relocate to lower elevation until his health improves.  He has been hospitalized at least once in the intensive care unit.  His condition is life threatening.  He is physically unable to devote any time to the business in either a managerial or operational capacity.

5. In its intervention, 453-Taxi states:

At the present time, there has already been filed in the Summit County District Court, Civil Action No. 09 CV 63.  In that action, Mr. Schrik is being sued for injunctive relief for operating a gypsy cab service without a license during the period of time Northern Lights had no insurance, and that this Commission had issued a show cause order why Northern Lights Taxi’s authority should not be revoked.  Mr. Schrik had absolutely no commercial insurance, in effect during that period of time for the operation of a taxicab service, nor was he in any way in compliance with the Rules and Regulations of this Commission.

6. A review of Commission records does show that Northern Lights Taxi did not have the required liability insurance on file with the Commission from September 26, 2008 through October 10, 2008, and from January 19, 2009, through February 18, 2009.

7. The appropriate liability insurance, a Form E, was filed by the Columbia Insurance Company for Northern Lights Taxi on February 19, 2009.  The effective date of this policy was shown as February 19, 2009.  However, Columbia Insurance Company filed a Form K for Northern Lights Taxi on February 23, 2009.  The Form K cancels, as of March 26, 2009, the liability insurance that was filed for Northern Lights Taxi on February 19, 2009.

8. Northern Lights Taxi’s liability insurance has been canceled three times in the past six months.  Intervenor 453-Taxi currently has a civil action filed against Mr. Schrik for providing taxi service without the proper authority from the Commission.

9. In consideration of these issues, we find that it is not appropriate to grant emergency temporary approval to allow Joey Schrik to assume operational control of CPCN PUC No. 55758.
10. We find this application for emergency temporary approval is not in the public interest.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The application filed by Dallas J. Mann, doing business as Northern Lights Taxi for emergency temporary approval to allow Joey Schrik to assume operational control of Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 55758 is denied.

2. The 20-day time period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails or serves this Order.

3. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
