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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a joint application filed by Americatel Corporation (Americatel), and Startec Global Operating Company (Startec) (collectively Applicants), for a waiver of Rule 2311 of the Rules Regulating Telecommunications Providers, Services, and Products, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-2.  The joint application is filed pursuant to Rule 2311(g).  The Applicants request a waiver of Rule 2311 in order to transfer long distance customers of Startec to Americatel without the need to obtain authorization and verification from each individual customer, as the transfer will be transparent to affected customers.  The Applicants represent that the rates, terms, and conditions of services provided to Startec's customers will not be affected by the transfer.

2. Both parties are solely toll resellers and have each registered as a toll reseller with the Commission.  Startec does not hold any Commission-approved authorities, and, therefore, its request to cancel its authorities and tariffs is denied as moot.  Similarly, Americatel does not need any Commission approvals to begin serving Startec’s customers and it may begin to serve those customers immediately upon consummation of the corporate restructuring and transfers of assets.  Although an application for a transfer is not required for toll resellers, the Applicants must nonetheless comply with the slamming restrictions contained in Rule 2311.  

3. Applicants represent that all affected Startec customers were provided notice of the transfer of service and of their rights pursuant to the requirements of Rule 2311(g) and have provided a copy of its notice as Exhibit B to their filing.  The anticipated effective date of the transfer is on or about March 31, 2009.

4. Notice of the application was issued on February 16, 2009.  Interventions were due on or before March 18, 2009.  None were filed.

5. We find that the Applicants have shown good cause to grant the application for waiver.  Therefore, we grant Americatel and Startec's application for waiver of Rule 2311.  Our grant of the application is based on our understanding that Applicants complied with Commission rules regarding providing notice to affected customers at least 45 days prior to the proposed March 31, 2009 effective date.  The draft customer notice was included in the application as Exhibit B is acceptable.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The joint application, pursuant to Rule 2311(g) of the Rules Regulating Telecommunications Providers, Services, and Products, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-2, of Americatel Corporation (Americatel) and Startec Global Operating Company (Startec) for a waiver of Rule 2311 is deemed complete and granted.

2. Consistent with paragraph 2 above, the cancelation of Startec's Commission-approved authorities and the adoption of its tariff by Americatel are moot.

3. If Startec ceases to offer toll reseller service as a result of the corporate restructuring and transfers of assets, it must update its toll reseller registration form on file with the Commission.

4. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
