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I. By the Commission

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a pleading titled “Application for Rehearing, Reargument, or Reconsideration of Commission Decisions C09-0267 and C09-0267-E” filed by Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service) on March 20, 2009.  In Decision Nos. C09-0267 and C09-0267-E, we established a procedural schedule for this docket.  In its pleading, Public Service requests, inter alia, that we hold a one day hearing on April 17, 2009 with live rebuttal testimony and issue a decision by April 29, 2009.  

2. Public Service states that it believes that most of the parties in this docket support its application, but it does not indicate whether the parties would support its proposal to modify the procedural schedule.  We therefore find it necessary to provide an opportunity for the parties to respond before ruling on the merits of Public Service’s proposal.  Further, Decision No. C09-0267 is not a final Commission order that is subject to applications for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration (RRR).
  We therefore construe the pleading as a Motion for Reconsideration.  We set response time to this Motion until 12:00 p.m. on March 30, 2009.  We will then consider the merits of Public Service’s proposal to modify the procedural schedule during the April 1, 2009 Commission Weekly Meeting.

3. Finally, we ask that the parties consider whether April 20, 2009 would work as an alternative to the April 17, 2009 hearing date proposed by Public Service.  


B.
Intervention

4. Interwest Energy Alliance (Interwest) filed a Petition to Intervene in this matter on March 5, 2009.  Interwest filed its Petition to Intervene out of time and contemporaneously with a Motion to Accept Late-Filed Petition to Intervene.  Interwest states that its intervention will not unduly broaden the issues or delay the proceeding.

5. No party filed a response opposing the intervention by Interwest.  We therefore find that both the Petition and the Motion are unopposed and grant them. 

II. order

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. We construe the pleading filed by Public Service Company of Colorado on March 20, 2009 as a Motion for Reconsideration.   We set response time to the Motion until 12:00 p.m. on March 30, 2009. 

2. We grant the Motion to Accept Late Filed Petition to Intervene and the Petition to Intervene filed by Interwest Energy Alliance on March 5, 2009.

3. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
