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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A.
Statement and Findings

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a late intervention in this temporary authority application that was filed by Rainbows, Inc., doing business as 453-Taxi (453-Taxi).  The late intervention was filed twice, on both February 24, 2009 and February 27, 2009.

2. The application for temporary authority to operate as a common carrier for hire by YVM, Inc., was noticed on February 17, 2009.  This notice period therefore expired on February 23, 2009, the first business day after the expiration of the notice period.  

3. Thus, both of the interventions filed by 453-Taxi were tardy.  YVM, Inc., points this fact out in the two motions to strike intervention that it filed in response to the two tardy intervention notices.  YVM, Inc.’s February 27, 2009 motion relates to the February 24, 2009 intervention and it March 3, 2009 motion relates to the February 27, 2009 intervention.

4. Under the facts of this matter and recognizing that this is a temporary authority application proceeding, the Commission finds that the intervention of 453-Taxi should be denied because of its tardiness.

5. It therefore follows that the motions to strike filed by the applicant, YVM, Inc., are moot and should be denied on that ground.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The February 24, 2009 and February 27, 2009 intervention notices filed by Rainbows, Inc., doing business as 453-Taxi, are denied due to their lateness.

2. The February 27, 2009 and March 3, 2009 motions to strike intervention filed by the applicant, YVM, Inc., are denied as moot.

3. Decision No. C09-0230 granting temporary authority to YVM, Inc., remains in full force and effect.
