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1. Paragraph no. 4 on page 2 of this Decision reads as:
Now being fully advised in the matter and good cause having been stated, we will waive response time and grant shortened notice as requested to February 20, 2009.1
Paragraph no. 4 shows that the date to waive response time and grant shortened notice is February 20, 2009.  That date is incorrect.  The correct date is April 20, 2009.  Replace February 20, 2009 with April 20, 2009.  That paragraph shall be amended to read as follows:

Now being fully advised in the matter and good cause having been stated, we will waive response time and grant shortened notice as requested to April 20, 2009.1
2. Footnote 1 at the end of paragraph no. 4 on page 2 of this Decision reads as:

Ten days from the date of this Order does not fall on a weekday.  February 20, 2009 is the first business day after the requested shortened notice period.

Footnote 1 shows that the date of February 20, 2009 is the first business day after the shortened notice period.  That date is incorrect.  The correct date is April 20, 2009.  Replace February 20, 2009 with April 20, 2009.  That footnote shall be amended to read as follows:

Ten days from the date of this Order does not fall on a weekday.  April 20, 2009 is the first business day after the requested shortened notice period.

3. Ordering paragraph no. 2 on page 2 of this Decision reads as:

The Motion for Shortened Notice and Intervention Period filed by Public Service Company of Colorado is granted.  The notice period for this Application shall extend through and including February 20, 2009.

Ordering paragraph no. 2 states that the notice period shall extend through and including February 20, 2009.  That date is incorrect.  The correct date is April 20, 2009.  Replace February 20, 2009 with April 20, 2009.  That paragraph shall be amended to read as follows:
The Motion for Shortened Notice and Intervention Period filed by Public Service Company of Colorado is granted.  The notice period for this Application shall extend through and including April  20, 2009.
4. Ordering paragraph no. 3 on pages 2 and 3 of this Decision reads as:

Any person desiring to intervene or participate as a party in this proceeding, including Staff of the Commission, shall file his petition for leave to intervene, or under the Commission's Rules of Practice and Procedure, file other appropriate pleadings to become a party, by February 20, 2009.  Alternatively, persons who do not wish to intervene or become a party, but desire to file comments, may send written comments addressed to the Public Utilities Commission, 1560 Broadway, Suite 250, Denver, Colorado 80202.  All persons who file an objection, notice of intervention as of right, motion to permissively intervene, or any other appropriate pleading shall do so in accordance with the instructions set forth in the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure and this Order.

Ordering paragraph no. 3 state that any person desiring to intervene or participate as a party in this proceeding shall file their documentation by February 20, 2009.  That date is incorrect.  The 

correct date is April 20, 2009.  Replace February 20, 2009 with April 20, 2009.  That paragraph shall be amended to read as follows:

Any person desiring to intervene or participate as a party in this proceeding, including Staff of the Commission, shall file his petition for leave to intervene, or under the Commission's Rules of Practice and Procedure, file other appropriate pleadings to become a party, by April 20, 2009.  Alternatively, persons who do not wish to intervene or become a party, but desire to file comments, may send written comments addressed to the Public Utilities Commission, 1560 Broadway, Suite 250, Denver, Colorado 80202.  All persons who file an objection, notice of intervention as of right, motion to permissively intervene, or any other appropriate pleading shall do so in accordance with the instructions set forth in the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure and this Order.
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
