I. BY THE COMMISSION
A. Statement, Findings of Fact, and Conclusions

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a Motion to Extend Time to Comply with Order Decision No. C09-0230 filed by YVM, Inc. on April 1, 2009.

2. YVM, Inc., filed an application on February 9, 2009, for temporary authority to conduct operations as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire for the transportation of passengers and their baggage in call-and-demand limousine service and taxi service between all points in Summit County, Colorado, and between said points, on the one hand, and Denver International Airport, on the other hand.
3. The Commission noticed this application to all interested persons, firms, and corporations pursuant to § 40-6-108(2), C.R.S., on February 17, 2009.
4. The Commission granted YVM, Inc.’s temporary authority application on March 3, 2009, in Decision No. C09-0230 (Decision).

5. Ordering Paragraph No. 3 of the Decision states that YVM, Inc., may not commence operations until certain named documents have been filed with and approved by the Commission.  Ordering Paragraph No. 5 states YVM, Inc., must file these documents within 30 days of the effective date of the Decision.

6. The effective date of the Decision was its mailed date of March 3, 2009.  Therefore, the filing requirements named in Ordering Paragraph No. 3 had to be completed by April 2, 2009.

7. In the Motion filed on April 1, 2009, YVM, Inc., requests that the Commission grant it additional time up to and including April 20, 2009, to complete the compliance requirements named in the Decision.  In support of the request for additional time, YVM, Inc., states “it is taking longer than expected to secure insurance coverage.”

8. The Commission finds that good cause has not been shown to grant the request for an extension of time.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Motion to Extend Time to Comply with Order Decision No. C09-0230 as filed by YVM, Inc., is granted.

2. YVM, Inc., is granted an extension of time up to and including April 20, 2009, to complete the filing requirements named in Decision No. C09-0230.

3. The 20-day time period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails this Order.

4. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
