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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a Joint Motion for Extension of Time (Joint Motion) filed on April 10, 2009 by AT&T Communications of the Mountain States, Inc.; TCG Colorado; and the Colorado Telecommunications Association, Inc. (collectively Joint Movants).  By the Joint Motion, the Joint Movants seek an extension until May 5, 2009 within which to file comprehensive proposed rule changes that accomplish the switched access rate reform proposal and incorporate changes to the rural Incumbent Local Exchange Carrier Colorado High Cost Support Mechanism Eligibility Rules.  

2. Previously, on March 13, 2009, the Joint Movants, in their Reply Comments, requested that the Commission allow them the opportunity to file comprehensive proposed rule changes by April 13, 2009.

3. The Commission granted the Joint Movants’ request in Decision No. C09-0284.  In addition, the Commission stated that all interested persons may file rule changes no later than April 13, 2009. 

4. On April 10, 2009, the Joint Movants filed the Joint Motion stating that they have worked diligently on the rules but realized there were unresolved areas of concern between the Joint Movants and that they would need another three weeks to complete the project.  The Joint Movants requested an extension of time up to and including May 5, 2009.

5. On April 13, 2009, the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel (OCC) filed its response to the Joint Motion stating that Decision No. C09-0284 gave all interested persons an opportunity to file proposed rules and the OCC intended to file proposed rules on that date.  The OCC stated that all interested persons participating in this Docket would be harmed or prejudiced if the requested extension of time is not granted to all.

6. Now, being fully advised in this matter and consistent with the discussion below, we find that the Joint Movants and the OCC requests are not contrary to public interest and therefore grant both Motions.  

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The remainder to the response time to the April 10, 2009 Joint Motion of AT&T Communications of the Mountain States, Inc.; TCG Colorado; and the Colorado Telecommunications Association, Inc., is waived.

2. The April 10, 2009 Joint Motion of AT&T Communications of the Mountain States, Inc.; TCG Colorado; and the Colorado Telecommunications Association, Inc., to file a comprehensive proposed rule no later than May 5, 2009 is granted and expanded consistent with the above discussion.

3. All interested persons may file proposed rule changes no later than May 5, 2009.

4. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
