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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a motion filed by Colorado Natural Gas, Inc. (CNG or Company) on April 13, 2009.  In its motion CNG is requesting an amendment to Decision No. R07-0154 to provide an extension of time for filing a new rate case and also requesting that response time to its motion be waived.  

2. By Commission Decision No. R07-0154, the Stipulation and Settlement Agreement reached in this docket was approved.  Under the compliance requirements, CNG was to file another rate case no later than June 30, 2009 with a test year ending either December 31, 2008 or March 31, 2009.

3. The Company asserts that while it is currently in an under-earnings position, the extent of its under-earnings is not sufficient to warrant the filing of a rate case and the associated costs of prosecuting the case.  Additionally, CNG is in the process of integrating new service territories into its system as a result of recent Commission Decisions (Docket Nos. 08A-537G and 09A-016G).

4. CNG states it has discussed the necessity of filing another rate case by June 30, 2009 with Staff of the Commission (Staff) and the Office of Consumer Counsel (OCC) who are the only other parties in this docket.  CNG represents that the motion is unopposed.

5. Staff and the OCC have agreed to waive the rate case filing requirement of Decision No. R07-0154 until 2013 when CNG will file using a test year of 2012 (calendar year).  Nothing in this agreement shall be interpreted to prevent Staff or the OCC from filing a complaint regarding CNG’s existing base rates.  

6. We waive response time to this motion. 

7. Now being duly advised in the matter, we find that good cause has been stated and grant the motion.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That: 

1. The motion for an amendment to Decision No. R07-0154 which was filed by Colorado Natural Gas, Inc. is granted.  The time to file a new rate case originally due no later than June 30, 2009 is extended to 2013.

2. Response time to the motion is waived.
