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I. BY THE COMMISSION
A. Statement  

1.
This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a motion for a three-day extension of time to file a response to exceptions filed by Vail Summit Resorts, Inc., doing business as Keystone Resort, Inc. (Keystone Resort) on April 27, 2009.  Now, being fully advised in the matter and consistent with the discussion below, we grant the motion.

2.
The only parties in this proceeding are Keystone Resort and Mr. Craig Suwinski.  On March 23, 2009, Administrative Law Judge G. Harris Adams (ALJ) mailed Recommended Decision No. R09-0303 (Recommended Decision).  On April 14, 2009, Mr. Suwinski filed exceptions to the Recommended Decision.  Therefore, pursuant to Rule 1505(a) of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1, Keystone Resort may file a response to exceptions within 14 days, or on or before April 27, 2009.  

3.
In the motion, counsel for Keystone Resort states, among other things, that he has had an extremely busy professional schedule, that Mr. Suwinski would not be prejudiced by the three-day extension, and that the final Commission decision on exceptions will not be delayed.  

4.
Keystone Resort filed a supplement to the motion on April 28, 2009.  In that supplement, Keystone Resort stated that its counsel emailed Mr. Suwinski to inquire whether he had any objection to the motion.  Keystone Resort further indicates that it received an email from Mr. Suwinski, stating that he objected to the motion.   

5.
We note that even in the absence of the motion for extension of time, the earliest that we could have considered the merits of Mr. Suwinski’s exceptions would be during the May 13, 2009 Commission Weekly Meeting.  We therefore find that the motion for extension of time will not delay a final Commission decision on exceptions and we find good cause to grant the motion.

II. ORDER
A. The Commission Orders That:

1.
The motion for three-day extension of time to file a response to exceptions filed by Vail Summit Resorts, Inc., doing business as Keystone Resort, Inc. (Keystone Resort) on April 27, 2009 is granted.

2.
Keystone Resort may file a response to exceptions to Recommended Decision No. R09-0303 on or before April 30, 2009.
