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I. By the Commission

A. Statement and Findings

1. This matter comes before the Commission upon a Motion of IDT America, Corp., (IDT) for an Extension of Time to File an Initial Tariff (Motion).   This Motion was filed by IDT on April 3, 2009.  Now, being fully advised in the matter and consistent with the discussion below, we grant the Motion.

2. By way of background, on December 14, 2007, IDT filed an Application for a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity (CPCN) to Provide Local Exchange Telecommunications Services and Letter of Registration to Provide Emerging Competitive Telecommunications Services.  Staff of the Commission (Staff) intervened.
3. On April 2, 2008, a Recommended Decision was issued recommending that the Commission enter an Order:  (1) approving the Stipulation and Settlement Agreement entered between IDT and Staff; and (2) granting IDT a CPCN to Provide Local Exchange Services and a Letter of Registration to Provide Specific Emerging Competitive Telecommunications Services.  Additionally, the Recommended Decision required IDT to file an effective tariff within one year from the effective date of the Decision.  See Decision No. R08-0349, Docket No. 07A-503T.  

4. Pursuant to Decision No. R08-0349 and Rule 2107 of the Rules Regulating Telecommunications Carriers, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-2, IDT has until April 22, 2009 to file an effective tariff.

5. In its Motion, IDT submits that a short extension to June 22, 2009 will allow it to satisfy the requirement to file an effective tariff.  It also states that it has been working with Staff over the previous months regarding its initial tariff.   
6. Rule 2107 allows the Commission to grant extensions of time to file a tariff after an application for a CPCN is approved.  We find good cause to grant this extension.

II. order

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Motion of IDT America, Corp., for an Extension of Time to File an Effective Tariff, filed on April 3, 2009 is granted, consistent with the discussion above.  IDT America, Corp., has until June 22, 2009 to have an effective tariff on file with the Commission.  Until such time, IDT America, Corp., may not offer telecommunications services in Colorado.
