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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1. This matter comes before the Commission following its consideration of the Motion for Extension of Time to File Exceptions and Waive Response Time filed by Staff of the Public Utilities Commission (Staff) on April 27, 2009.

2. Through the Motion, Staff requests that the deadline for filing exceptions to Decision No. R09-0386 be extended from May 4, 2009 to May 14, 2009.  Staff makes this request on behalf of all parties to this Docket.

3. Staff conferred with the other parties to this Docket prior to filing the Motion.  No other party objects to Staff’s Motion.  Therefore, good cause exists to waive response time.

4. With respect to the merits of the motion, we find that good cause exists for the extension, but that we will not grant outright the relief sought.  Section 40-6-109.5, C.R.S., applies to this Docket and, as explained in Decision No. R08‑1302‑I, the Commission decision in this matter should therefore issue no later than June 2, 2009.

5. Should the Commission grant Staff’s motion outright, the Commission would not be able to issue its decision on or before June 2, 2009.  Therefore, we will condition the grant of the Motion on the filing by Public Service Company of Colorado of a waiver of the timeline set forth at § 40-6-109.5, C.R.S.  The concept of a waiver is set forth at § 40-6-109.5(3), C.R.S.  We request that such waiver provide us with a minimum of 30 additional days within which to issue our decision in this Docket.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. Response time to the Motion for Extension of Time to File Exceptions (Motion) filed by Staff of the Public Utilities Commission (Staff) on April 27, 2009 is waived.

2. The Motion filed by Staff is granted consistent with the above discussion and subject to the condition set forth in Ordering Paragraph 3.

3. Public Service Company of Colorado shall, pursuant to § 40-6-109.5(3), C.R.S., file a waiver of the timelines set forth at § 40-6-109.5, C.R.S.  The waiver shall be for a minimum of 30 days.  Public Service Company of Colorado shall make this filing on or before May 14, 2009.

4. The deadline for the filing of exceptions to Decision No. R09-0386 is extended to May 14, 2009.

5. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
