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I. BY THE COMMISSION
A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a Motion to Withdraw as Counsel (Motion) in Docket No. 09A-189CP-TA filed on April 10, 2009 by Mr. Richard J. Bara.  Now, being fully advised in this matter and consistent with the discussion below, we grant the Motion.

2. On March 12, 2009, Joseph Curtin and John McQuinn, doing business as Estes Mountain Shuttle (Estes Mountain Shuttle), filed an application for temporary authority to conduct operations as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire.  Estes Mountain Shuttle supplemented its temporary authority application on March 16, 2009.

3. The Commission gave notice of the application on March 16, 2009.

4. On March 23, 2009, Peak to Peak Taxi, LLC (Peak to Peak), noticed its intervention and opposition to the application.  Peak to Peak owns and operates Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 55754.

5. At the time of the filing of its notice of intervention by right in Docket No. 09A-189CP-TA, Peak to Peak was represented by Mr. Bara.  Mr. Bara is an attorney licensed to practice in Colorado.

6. On April 15, 2009, we granted, in part, the application for temporary authority filed by Estes Mountain Shuttle.  No further proceedings are anticipated in Docket No. 09A-189CP-TA.

B. Findings of Fact

7. In the Motion, Mr. Bara states “Intervenor has informed Counsel that it does not want Counsel to perform any further work in these matters.  Under the circumstances, Counsel seeks permission to withdraw as Counsel for Intervenor in these proceedings.”

8. Further, the Motion properly informs Peak to Peak of its obligations in the event that the Motion is granted.

C. Conclusions

9. We find that Mr. Bara has shown good cause to withdraw as counsel for Peak to Peak in this temporary authority application matter.

10. On a related note, the Commission hereby informs Peak to Peak that the nature of its future participation in this matter may be limited if it elects to proceed without counsel and is unable to demonstrate to the Commission that it may represent itself in accordance with Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-1201(b) of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure.

11. The Motion will be granted.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Motion to Withdraw as Counsel filed by Richard J. Bara in Docket No. 09A-189CP-TA is granted.
2. Peak to Peak Taxi, LLC, shall be solely responsible for meeting all requirements in this matter absent the subsequent entry of an appearance by an attorney on its behalf.
