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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a request submitted on May 12, 2009, by Mr. Thomas Casey to dismiss the application filed in Docket No. 09A-178CP-TA.  The Commission is treating this request as being on behalf of Gregg Rounds and Thomas Casey, doing business as Estes Valley Transport (Estes Valley Transport).

2. Now, being fully advised in this matter and consistent with the discussion below, we grant the request.

B. Findings of Fact

3. On March 10, 2009, Estes Valley Transport filed an application for temporary authority to operate as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire.
4. The Commission in Decision No. C09-0395 (effective April 15, 2009) granted, in part, the application for temporary authority filed by Estes Valley Transport.
5. Pursuant to Decision No. C09-0395, Estes Valley Transport could commence temporary operations only upon the completion of the requirements set forth at Ordering Paragraph No. 6 of Decision No. C09-0395.  The deadline for completing these requirements is May 15, 2009.
6. On April 1, 2009, Estes Park Express, in Docket No. 09A-236CP-Transfer-TA, filed an application for temporary approval to allow Estes Valley Transport to assume operational control of Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity (CPCN) PUC No. 54696 and to lease CPCN PUC No. 52483 for a period of six months.

7. The Commission in Decision No. C09-0456 (effective April 30, 2009), granted temporary approval to allow Estes Valley Transport to assume operational control of CPCN PUC No. 54696 and to lease CPCN PUC No. 52483 subject to certain conditions.

8. Ordering Paragraph No. 3 stated the temporary approval to assume operational control of CPCN PUC No. 54696 was subject to the following condition:

On or before May 13, 2009, unless for good cause shown the Commission grants an extension to this deadline, either Estes Valley Transport shall file a request to withdraw the temporary authority granted by Decision No. C09-0395 and to close Docket No. 09A-178CP-TA (which request will have no affect on the pending request for permanent authority associated with Docket No. 09A-178CP) or Estes Valley Transport shall file a request to withdraw the approval to assume operational control granted by this Order and to close Docket No. 09A-236CP-Transfer-TA (which request will have no affect on the pending request for approval of the transfer of CPCN PUC No. 54696 associated with Docket No. 09A-236CP-Transfer).

9. The purpose behind this condition was to prevent Estes Valley Transport from having two temporary authorities that authorized the provision of scheduled service between points in the Estes Park area, on the one hand, and Denver International Airport, on the other hand.

10. On May 12, 2009, Estes Valley Transport, in compliance with the terms of Decision No. C09-0456, filed the request to withdraw the temporary authority granted by Decision No. C09-0395 in Docket No. 09A-178CP-TA.  See Paragraph I.A.1 above.

C. Conclusions

11. The Commission finds that Estes Valley Transport has shown good cause to withdraw the temporary authority granted by Decision No. C09-0395 and to close Docket No. 09A-178CP-TA.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The request of Gregg Rounds and Thomas Casey, doing business as Estes Valley Transport, to withdraw the temporary authority granted by Decision No. C09-0395 is granted.
2. The temporary authority granted by Decision No. C09-0395 is void and is of no force or effect.
3. Docket No. 09A-178CP-TA is closed.
4. The 20-day time period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Mailed Date of this Order.

5. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
