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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1. On May 19, 2009, Shamrock Charters, Inc., doing business as Shamrock Airport Express, and/or SuperShuttle of Northern Colorado, and/or SuperShuttle of Ft. Collins, and/or SuperShuttle NOCO (Shamrock Charters), filed an application for authority to publish Passenger Time Schedule No. 7 to become effective on less-than-statutory notice.

2. Shamrock Charters, under Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 49759, may provide scheduled service between points in Ft. Collins and Loveland, Colorado, on the one hand, and Denver International Airport, on the other hand.
3. The changes proposed in Passenger Time Schedule No. 7 will result in the following level of scheduled service between Ft. Collins and Loveland, Colorado, on the one hand, and Denver International Airport, on the other hand:

4. As preliminary support for this application, Shamrock Charters states it 

requests approval on less than statutory notice for two reasons.  First, inconsistencies exist in the presently effective Time Schedule No. 6 due to the unusual procedural process by which it became effective by operation of law on May 1, 2009.  Second, SuperShuttle NOCO (Shamrock Charters) is nearing completion of a long planning process by which its individual reservation and customer information system will be integrated with the national SuperShuttle web-based reservation and customer information system.  Planning for this integration, including preparation for programming SuperShuttle NOCO’s schedules into the national system, has been ongoing for several months.  It is scheduled to become operational on June 1, 2009.
5. Shamrock Charters includes the following as additional support for the approval of Time Schedule No. 7 on less-than-statutory notice:

Good cause exists for approval of Time Schedule No. 7 for two primary reasons.  The first is to correct the error on Page 4 of the currently effective Time Schedule No. 6 for Saturday trips from DIA to Fort Collins.  Currently, the Saturday southbound trips shown on Page 3 do not coordinate with the northbound trips on Saturday from DIA to Fort Collins on Page 4.  Neither the number of trips nor the scheduled departure times are coordinated.  This causes vehicle and driver scheduling difficulties for SuperShuttle NOCO because more vehicles and drivers are needed than a coordinated pairing of schedules would require.

Second the long planned integration of SuperShuttle NOCO’s individual reservation and information system with SuperShuttle’s national web-based reservation and information system is scheduled to occur on June 1, 2009.  The purpose of the integrated system is to make it easier for the public to gain access to information about SuperShuttle NOCO’s schedules and services, and more convenient to make reservations from any location with access to the Internet.  The integration process requires a good deal of computer programming and testing to ensure accuracy of the system.  The June 1 conversion date was set long ago and will occur regardless of the Commission’s action of this Application.

6. Pursuant to Rule 6207(k) of the Commission's Rules Regulating Transportation by Motor Vehicle, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-6, the Commission may, for good cause, allow a common carrier to change tariffs or time schedules on less than 30 days’ notice.

7. The Commission finds that Shamrock Charters has shown good cause for the approval of the proposed changes in Passenger Time Schedule No. 7 on less than 30 days’ notice.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The application of Shamrock Charters, Inc., doing business as Shamrock Airport Express, to publish Passenger Time Schedule No. 7 on less-than-statutory notice is granted.

2. Shamrock Charters, Inc., doing business as Shamrock Airport Express is authorized to publish and file, on not less than one day’s notice to the Commission and the general public, the passenger time schedule attached as Appendix A and made a part of this Order.  This time schedule shall be effective for service on or after its effective date of June 1, 2009.
3. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
