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ORDER CLARIFYING STATUS OF TIME SCHEDULES

I. BY THE COMMISSION
A. Background  

1.
On March 2, 2009, Shamrock Charters, Inc., doing business as SuperShuttle of Northern Colorado (Shamrock Charters), filed Advice Letter No. 5.  Shamrock Charters stated that the purpose of this advice letter was to revise schedules for the transportation of passengers between Fort Collins and Loveland, on the one hand, and Denver International Airport (DIA), on the other hand.  Shamrock Charters also requested that Time Schedule No. 6, attached to Advice Letter No. 5, become effective on May 1, 2009.

2.
On April 27, 2009, Shamrock Charters filed a Letter of Transmittal and Corrected Pages 1 through 4 to Time Schedule No. 6.  Shamrock Charters stated that it submitted this filing because the original time schedule did not have the 90-minute departures from DIA that coordinated with the 90-minute departures from Fort Collins and to make certain other changes.   

3.
We considered the above mentioned filings at the April 29, 2009 Commissioners’ Weekly Meeting.  We set the proposed Time Schedule No. 6 for hearing and found that its effective date should be suspended because the arrival and departure times mentioned therein may be improper.  We referred the matter to an Administrative Law Judge for disposition at that time.  

B.
Discussion

4.
Due to an administrative error, an order memorializing the rulings above was not been mailed prior to May 1, 2009.  

5.
We find that the changes in the Letter of Transmittal and Corrected Pages 1 through 4 to Time Schedule No. 6, filed on April 27, 2009, are too significant to constitute an amendment to the March 2, 2009 advice letter within the scope of the notice associated with the March 2, 2009 advice letter. New notice to the public is therefore required and the time schedule set forth could not have gone into effect by operation of law.  

6.
Therefore, Advice Letter No. 5 and Time Schedule No. 6, as originally filed on March 2, 2009, became effective on May 1, 2009 by operation of law.   

7.
We now clarify that Time Schedule No. 6, as originally filed on March 2, 2009, went into effect on May 1, 2009.

II. ORDER
A. The Commission Orders That:


1.
Until such time as it is superseded by a future filing, Shamrock Charters, Inc., doing business as SuperShuttle of Northern Colorado, shall provide service in accordance with the time schedule contained in Time Schedule No. 6 that was submitted to the Commission on March 2, 2009.

2.
The 20-day time period provided by § 40-6-114, C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the effective date of this Order.

3.
This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
