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I. BY THE COMMISSION
A. Statement

1. On April 22, 2009, Gilpin County 911 Authority (Applicant) filed an application for a surcharge increase pursuant to § 29-11-102(2)(b), C.R.S.  On the same date, Applicant also filed a Motion for Waiver of Statutory Notice and for Authorization to Give Alternative Form of Notice.  Finally, Applicant filed an Amended Motion on May 13, 2009, and a Second Amended Motion on May 14, 2009.   

2. In its Motions, Applicant proposes to provide notice in the two newspapers of general circulation in Gilpin County, Central City Register Call and Gilpin County News, with publication one time per week for two successive weeks.  Further, Applicant plans to provide notice in the Mountain Ear, which is circulated in Gilpin County.  Finally, Applicant proposes to provide notice through official websites for Central City, Blackhawk, and Gilpin County, and through official newsletters for all three governmental entities. Applicant requests a waiver of certain provisions of Rule 2002(d) of the Rules Regulating Telecommunications Providers, Services, and Products, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-2, as well as the statutory notice provisions of § 40-3-104, C.R.S.

3. Section 40-3-104, C.R.S., sets forth the requirements as to notice when the rates for public utility services (e.g., telephone service) may be changed.  While § 40-3-104, C.R.S., applies only to regulated public utilities, Applicant must obtain approval from the Commission of its proposed surcharge pursuant to § 29-11-102(2)(b), C.R.S.  Therefore, we find that the Commission has authority to specify the notice that an emergency telephone provider must provide in this kind of application.

4. We find that the above mentioned notice proposal is reasonable and we grant the request to provide notice of Application in accordance with this proposal. We also waive Rule 2002(d) to the extent necessary.

5. We will consider the merits of the application at a future time, after the notice period has expired.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Motion for Waiver of Statutory Notice and for Authorization to Give Alternative Form of Notice, as amended, filed by Gilpin County 911 Authority is granted.
2. The notice proposed by Gilpin County 911 Authority is approved consistent with the above discussion.
