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I. BY THE COMMISSION
A. Statement  

1.
On April 1, 2009, Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service) filed Advice Letter No. 753-Gas, seeking approval to revise the Gas Demand Side Management Cost Adjustment clause in its Colorado PUC No. 6-Gas tariff, to become effective July 1, 2009.  

2.
On April 17, 2009, Staff of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (Staff) mailed a deficiency letter to Public Service.

3.
On April 27, 2009, Public Service filed a Motion for a one-day extension of time within which to file its response to deficiency letter dated April 17, 2009.

4.
On April 28, 2009, Public Service filed a Response to Staff’s deficiency letter dated April 17, 2009, and Notice of withdrawal of Advice Letter No. 753-Gas.  Public Service states that as a result of its ongoing discussions with Staff, it has agreed to withdraw Advice Letter No. 753-Gas and to file instead an application to revise its Gas Demand Side Management Cost Adjustment clause.

5.
Now, being fully advised in the matter and consistent with the discussion above, we deny Public Service’s Motion for a one-day extension of time within which to file a response to Staff’s deficiency letter as moot and accept withdrawal of Advice Letter No. 753-Gas.

II. ORDER
A. The Commission Orders That:


1.
The Motion of Public Service Company of Colorado for a one-day extension of time within which to file a response to deficiency letter dated April 17, 2009 is denied as moot.


2.
The Commission accepts withdrawal of Advice Letter No. 753-Gas.

3.
The 20-day time period provided by § 40-6-114, C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the effective date of this Order.

4.
