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I. By the Commission

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of an Application filed by Tri-State Generation and Transmission Association, Inc. on May 14, 2009 for a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity for the San Luis Valley–Calumet–Comanche Transmission Project. 

2. The Application was referred to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) by minute entry at the May 27, 2009 Commission Weekly Meeting.

3. Subsequently, the following parties filed notices of intervention and/or petitions to intervene by permission: Staff of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission; Kurt and Kimberly Steenhoek; Blanca Ranch Holdings, LLC; Trinchera Ranch Holdings, LLC; Oxy USA, Inc.; Interwest Energy Alliance; the Colorado Governor's Energy Office; Pole Canyon Transmission, Inc.; the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel; Colorado Springs Utilities; and Western Resource Advocates. Due to these interventions, this application is now contested. 

4. We find that due and timely execution of our functions requires an omission of the recommended decision of the ALJ and preparation of an Initial Commission Decision instead.  Therefore, pursuant to § 40-6-109(6), C.R.S., we direct the ALJ to render an Initial Commission Decision.  

II. order

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. We direct the Administrative Law Judge to render an initial commission decision pursuant to § 40-6-109(6), C.R.S.
