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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of nine accident investigation reports and one hazard report related to light rail operations of the Regional Transportation District (RTD).  The nine accident investigation reports and one hazard report are for incidents/accidents occurring between January 1, 2009 and March 31, 2009.  A report summarizing these nine accidents and one hazard was filed by Staff of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (Staff) on June 18, 2009.  

2. The accident and hazard numbers for the accidents and hazard reviewed by the Commission are: A1-01092009, H1-01162009, A1-02032009, A1-02052009, A1-02112009, A1-02282009, A1-03092009, A1-03192009, A1-03242009, and A1-03292009.
3. The Commission has reviewed the summary report filed by Staff and concurs with Staff’s review of the accident and hazard investigation reports and recommendations.

4. Additionally, RTD has adopted new accident and incident investigation procedures.  Standard Operating Procedure 103.2 (Incident/Accident Investigation) is dated October 29, 2008 and was approved by RTD’s Executive Safety and Security Committee in December 2007.  A copy of Standard Operating Procedure 103.2 has been provided for our review.  

5. Pursuant to Commission Rule 7348(b) of the Rules Regulating Railroads, Rail Fixed Guideways, Transportation by Rail, and Rail Crossings, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-7, the Commission shall either use its own investigation procedures or those that have been formally adopted from the transit agency and that have been submitted to the Federal Transit Administration (FTA).   

6. We reviewed RTD’s new Standard Operating Procedure 103.2 and will formally adopt these investigations procedures.  We will require Staff to submit these investigation procedures to FTA pursuant to Rule 7348(b).

7. The Commission has jurisdiction in these matters under § 40-18-103, C.R.S., and Rule 7348. 

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Commission formally adopts the following accident and hazard investigation reports:  A1-01092009, H1-01162009, A1-02032009, A1-02052009, A1-02112009, A1-02282009, A1-03092009, A1-03192009, A1-03242009, and A1-03292009, related to light rail operations of the Regional Transportation District (RTD).

2. The Commission formally adopts Standard Operating Procedure 103.2 (Incident/Accident Investigation) dated October 29, 2008 and approved by the Regional Transportation District’s Executive Safety and Security Committee in December 2007.
3. Staff of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission is required to submit the formally adopted investigation procedures to the Federal Transit Administration.
