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I. BY THE COMMISSION
A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of an application (Application) filed by the Regional Transportation District (RTD) on May 4, 2009.  RTD requests authority to construct eight new grade separations of the FasTracks West Corridor with: (1) Jefferson County Government Center bike/pedestrian tunnel, no existing National Inventory Number; (2) U.S. Highway 40 (Colfax Avenue), no existing National Inventory Number; (3) U.S. Highway 6 and Indiana Avenue Flyover, no existing National Inventory Number; (4) Union Boulevard Cut-n-Cover, no existing National Inventory Number; (5) U.S. Highway 6 Bridge, no existing National Inventory Number; (6) Pikeview pedestrian tunnel, no existing National Inventory Number; (7) Wadsworth Bridge, National Inventory No. 244728X; and (8) Sheridan Bridge, National Inventory No. 244715W in Jefferson County, Colorado. 

2. The Commission gave notice of this Application to all interested parties, including adjacent property owners pursuant to § 40-6-108(2), C.R.S.  The notice was mailed on May 15, 2009.

3. On June 15, 2009, the 6th Avenue West Home Owners Association filed a Petition for Leave to Intervene.  The 6th Avenue West Home Owners Association objects to the location of the U.S. Highway 6 and Indiana Avenue Flyover and raises concerns about the location of this grade separated structure related to safety both during and following construction.

4. The Commission reviewed the record in this matter and deems that the Application is complete pursuant to § 40-6-109.5, C.R.S.

5. The Commission has jurisdiction in this matter under §§ 40-4-106(2)(a) and (3)(a), C.R.S.

6. Now being fully advised in the matter, we refer the Application to an Administrative Law Judge for determination of its merits.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The application filed by the Regional Transportation District on May 4, 2009, requesting authority to construct eight new grade separations of the FasTracks West Corridor with: (1) Jefferson County Government Center bike/pedestrian tunnel, no existing National Inventory Number; (2) U.S. Highway 40 (Colfax Avenue), no existing National Inventory Number; (3) U.S. Highway 6 and Indiana Avenue Flyover, no existing National Inventory Number; (4) Union Boulevard Cut-n-Cover, no existing National Inventory Number; (5) U.S. Highway 6 Bridge, no existing National Inventory Number; (6) Pikeview pedestrian tunnel, no existing National Inventory Number; (7) Wadsworth Bridge, National Inventory No. 244728X; and (8) Sheridan Bridge, National Inventory No. 244715W in Jefferson County, Colorado is deemed complete pursuant to § 40-6-109.5, C.R.S.

2. Docket No. 08A-513R is set for hearing before an Administrative Law Judge of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission for all matters including disposition of the Petition for Leave to Intervene filed by the 6th Avenue West Home Owners Association.
