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I. BY THE COMMISSION
A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1. On April 30, 2009, Dallas J Mann, doing business as Northern Lights Taxi (Transferor) filed an application for approval to transfer Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity (CPCN) PUC No. 55758 to Joey John Schrik, doing business as Northern Lights Taxi (Transferee).

2. The Commission noticed this application to all interested persons, firms, and corporations pursuant to § 40-6-108(2), C.R.S., on May 11, 2009.

3. On May 26, 2009, Rainbows, Inc., doing business as 453-Taxi, filed its Entry of Appearance and Notice of Intervention opposing the application.

4. However, on April 15, 2009, more than two weeks before the instant application was filed, an Administrative Law Judge issued a recommended decision revoking CPCN PUC 55758.  See Decision No. R09-0387.  The Transferor did not file exceptions and, by operation of law, the recommended decision became a decision of the Commission on May 5, 2009.  No application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration was filed; this decision is now final.

5. Because CPCN PUC No. 55758 has been revoked, there is no extant property right to transfer.  We therefore deny the application and deny the intervention as moot.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. This application was deemed complete on June 17, 2009, within the meaning of § 40-6-109.5, C.R.S.

2. The application filed by Dallas J Mann, doing business as Northern Lights Taxi, for approval to transfer Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 55758, to Joey John Schrik, doing business as Northern Lights Taxi, is denied.

3. The intervention filed by Rainbows, Inc., doing business as 453-Taxi, is denied as moot.

4. The 20-day time-period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails or serves this Order.
