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I. BY THE COMMISSION
A. Statement 

1. On April 17, 2009, Washington Transportation Service (Applicant) filed an application for permanent authority to conduct operations as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire for the transportation of passengers and their baggage in scheduled service in “Metro Denver and surrounding areas.”


2.
Commission Rules require that an applicant for common carrier authority include in the application a “complete description of the authority sought, which shall indicate: … the proposed geographic area of service or the proposed points or routes of service.”  [Emphasis added.]  See Rule 6203(a)(VII)(C) of the Rules Regulating Transportation by Motor Vehicle, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1.  While the application indicates that the Applicant is seeking to provide scheduled service in “Metro Denver and surrounding areas,” and includes a map
 that appears to describe the so-called “surrounding areas,” the information is insufficient for the Commission to provide public notice of the application.
  Attempts of Commission Staff to contact the Applicant have not rectified this insufficiency.


3.
The application also indicates that the Applicant is a limited liability company, but does not list the names of its managers and it contains no certificate of good standing authorizing it to do business in Colorado, as required.  See Rule 6203(a)(V).


4.
We therefore deem the application incomplete and dismiss the application without prejudice.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The application of Washington Transportation Service is deemed incomplete, within the meaning of § 40-6-109.5, C.R.S., and Rule 1303(b) of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1, and is dismissed without prejudice.

2. The 20-day time-period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails or serves this Order.
3. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
