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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a letter filed by Turtle Tubing, LLC, on June 9, 2009.

2. On December 29, 2008, Turtle Tubing, LLC, filed an application for permanent authority to conduct operations as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire for the transportation of passengers and their baggage in scheduled service between Edwards, Colorado, on the one hand, and Vail, Colorado, on the other hand, with service to the intermediate points of Avon, Colorado, and West Vail, Colorado.
3. The Commission noticed this application to all interested persons, firms, and corporations pursuant to § 40-6-108(2), C.R.S., on January 5, 2009.

4. No petition to intervene or otherwise participate in this proceeding was filed.  Therefore, the proceeding was uncontested.

5. The Commission granted the application of Turtle Tubing, LLC, on February 20, 2009, in Decision No. C09-0164 (Decision).

6. Ordering Paragraph No. 4 of the Decision required Turtle Tubing, LLC to: (a) file the appropriate liability insurance; (b) pay the $50.00 per vehicle identification fee; (c) file the appropriate tariff; and (d) pay the $5.00 issuance fee.

7. Ordering Paragraph No. 6 of the Decision required Turtle Tubing, LLC, to complete these requirements within 60 days of the effective date of the Order.  

8. The Order was effective on February 20, 2009, therefore Turtle Tubing, LLC, had to complete the requirements named in the Decision by April 21, 2009.  Turtle Tuning, LLC, did not complete the named requirements by April 21, 2009.

9. In the letter filed on June 9, 2009, Mr. Shane Ward, the co owner of Turtle Tubing, LLC states “After speaking with you [Commission Staff], we have found that Turtle Tubing did not properly ask for an extension of time for the 60 day compliance set by the Colorado PUC.  Please accept this letter as a request for an additional 60 day extension.  The required documents and fees have been submitted to the Colorado Public Utilities Commission and are currently on file.”

10. Our review of the Commission records indicates that a request for an extension of time from Mr. Andy Zenor, the owner of Turtle Tubing, LLC, was received on May 5, 2009.  However, the request was sent as a facsimile.  The original of the document was not received by the Commission.

11. We reviewed the information included in the facsimile received on May 5, 2009 and the letter received on June 9, 2009 and find that Turtle Tubing, LLC, has shown good cause for an extension of time to complete the filing requirements of the Decision.  We therefore grant an extension of time for an additional 60 days.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The request by Turtle Tubing, LLC, for an extension of time to complete the filing requirements of Decision No. C09-0164 is granted.  

2. Turtle Tubing, LLC, must complete the filing named in Decision No. C09-0164 within 60 days from the mailed date of this Order.

3. The 20-day time-period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails or serves this Order.
4. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
