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I. BY THE COMMISSION
A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of the Late-Filed Pro Se Intervention of Mr. Paul Longrigg and an objection to the intervention filed by Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service or Company).  Now, being fully advised in the matter and consistent with the discussion below, we grant the intervention.

2. Mr. Longrigg first filed his pro se intervention on June 24, 2009.  However, he did not file his petition in this docket, but in a previous rate case involving Public Service, Docket No. 08S-520E.  Mr. Longrigg re-filed his intervention in this docket on June 30, 2009.  

3. In his pro se intervention, Mr. Longrigg states that he is a Colorado citizen and a customer of Public Service.  Mr. Longrigg states that he has an interest in the distribution power factor, among other issues.  Mr. Longrigg finally states that he will accept this docket as it exists at the time his late-filed pro se intervention is granted.

4. In its objection, Public Service states that Mr. Longrigg did not serve his June 30, 2009 intervention on the Company or its counsel.  Public Service also argues that the interests of Mr. Longrigg are already represented by other parties in this docket and that his specific interest in the distribution power factor has already been raised in the data requests propounded on the Company by the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel.  

5. We find good cause to grant the Late-Filed Pro Se Intervention of Mr. Longrigg.  We find that the issues raised by Mr. Longrigg are confined to the Phase II portion of this docket and that his participation may be useful to the Commission in reaching a just and reasonable decision in this case.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Late-Filed Pro Se Intervention of Mr. Paul Longrigg is granted, consistent with the discussion above.

2. This Order is effective upon its Mailed Date.
