I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a letter filed by Paradise, LLC on July 9, 2009.

2. Paradise, LLC, on January 26, 2009, filed an application for permanent authority to conduct operations as a contract carrier by motor vehicle for hire.

3. The Commission noticed this application to all interested persons, firms, and corporations pursuant to § 40-6-108(2), C.R.S., on February 2, 2009.

4. MKBS, LLC, doing business as Metro Taxi &/or Taxis Fiesta (Metro Taxi) filed an intervention in opposition to the granting of this application on February 24, 2009.

5. Metro Taxi and Paradise, LLC, filed a Stipulated Motion for Imposition of Restrictive Amendment and Conditional Withdrawal of Intervention on March 19, 2009.

6. An Administrative Law Judge granted Paradise, LLC, a permit to operate as a contract carrier by motor vehicle by Recommended Decision No. R09-0357 (Decision) on April 2, 2009.

7. Ordering Paragraph No. 5 of the Decision required Paradise, LLC, to: (a) file the appropriate liability insurance; (b) pay the $50.00 per vehicle identification fee; (c) file the appropriate tariff; and (d) pay the $5.00 issuance fee.

8. Ordering Paragraph No. 7 of the Decision required Paradise, LLC, to complete these requirements within 60 days of the effective date of the Order.

9. The Order was effective on April 22, 2009, therefore Paradise, LLC, had to complete the requirements named in the Decision by June 22, 2009.  Paradise, LLC, did not pay the $50.00 vehicle identification fee or the $5.00 issuance fee by June 22, 2009.

10. In the letter filed on July 9, 2009, Mr. Boris Smoroda, the manager of Paradise, LLC, states “The issuance fee and the stamp fee were not submitted by June 22, 2009.  The fees were not paid to the Commission due to I didn’t understand process completely and I thought this payment would be send later and so I did not attach it [sic].  Therefore, I am requesting an additional time period of 30 days to complete the requirements of the decision.”

11. In consideration of the information included in the above letter, the Commission finds that Paradise, LLC has shown good cause to grant an extension of time to complete the filing requirements of the Decision.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The request by Paradise, LLC for an extension of time to complete the filing requirements of Decision No. R09-0357 is granted.

2. Paradise, LLC is granted an additional 30 days from the Mailed Date of this Order to complete the filing requirements named in Decision No. R09-0357.

3. The 20-day time-period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails or serves this Order.
4. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
