I. BY THE COMMISSION
A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of the Joint Status Report and Joint Motion for 30-Day Enlargement of Time for Compliance Filing Required by Decision C09-0596 filed on July 22, 2009 by Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service), Staff of the Commission, and the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel (collectively parties).  Now, being fully advised in the matter and consistent with the discussion below, we grant the motion.

B. Discussion

2. Decision No. C09-0596, mailed June 9, 2009 (Decision On Exceptions), requires Public Service to file tariff sheets implementing the new procedures within 45 days of a final decision in this docket.  The parties state that since no applications for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration were filed, the Decision On Exceptions became the “final decision” 20 days after its mailed date.  Public Service therefore must submit a compliance filing on or before July 24, 2009.  

3. In the joint motion, the Parties state that they are working out the details of the compliance tariffs, but require an additional 30 days, or until August 24, 2009 to complete the task.  The parties further state that the October 1, 2009 implementation required by the Decision On Exceptions can still be met if the 30-day extension is granted.  The parties also provide a status report outlining the progress that has been made, and listing specific issues that still must be resolved.

4. We find good cause to waive response time to the joint motion because all parties in this docket join in the motion.  

5. We agree that the filing deadline for the compliance tariffs should be extended by 30 days, and grant the motion. 

II. Order

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Joint Motion for 30-Day Enlargement of Time for Compliance Filing Required by Decision C09-0596 filed on July 22, 2009 by Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service), Staff of the Commission, and the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel, is granted.

2. On or before August 24, 2009, Public Service shall file revised tariffs consistent with the requirements in Decision No. C09-0596.

3. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
