I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a letter filed by DDG Classic Cars, Inc. (DDG Classic Cars) on July 17, 2009.

2. DDG Classic Cars, on August 21, 2008, filed an application for permanent authority to extend operations under Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 25430S by removing restriction (C) that reads "To providing service only between the dates of April 15 and October 15 of each year."
3. The Commission noticed this application to all interested persons, firms, and corporations pursuant to § 40-6-108(2), C.R.S., on September 2, 2008.

4. No petition to intervene or otherwise participate in this proceeding was filed.  This proceeding was therefore uncontested.

5. The Commission granted the extension at its Weekly Meeting of October 9, 2008.  Decision No. C08-1096 (Decision) granting the extension was mailed on October 17, 2008.

6. Ordering Paragraph No. 4 of the Decision required DDG Classic Cars to: (a) file the appropriate liability insurance; (b) pay the $50.00 per vehicle identification fee; (c) file the appropriate tariff; and (d) pay the $5.00 issuance fee.

7. Ordering Paragraph No. 5 of the Decision required DDG Classic Cars to complete these requirements within 60 days of the effective date of the Order.

8. The Order was effective on its mailed date of October 17, 2008.  Therefore DDG Classic Cars had to complete the requirements named in the Decision by December 16, 2008.  DDG Classic Cars did not pay the $5.00 issuance fee or file the appropriate tariff by December 16, 2008.

9. In the letter filed on July 17, 2009, Ray Steiner, the president of DDG Classic Cars, states:
DDG has had a luxury limousine registration, LL-01677, and has had insurance on file continually since June 2008.  CPCN 25430 was a seasonal authority and we put in a request, Docket No. 08A-386CP-Extension, to change this to a year round authority.  We received the Order Granting Extension to Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity around October 25, 2008.  The only requirements of Decision No. C08-1096 that were not completed were paying the $5 issuance fee and filing a tariff that names the revised authority.

After reading the Order we thought we were ok, but after recently finding the Docket paperwork, which had been misplaced, and reading through it again, it appears there are some things that we should have taken care of (i.e.: $5 issuance fee and filing a tariff). 

We are requesting a 30 day extension to comply with the requirements that were laid out in the Order.

10. A review of Commission records shows that DDG Classic Cars has had the required liability insurance on file since June 5, 2008.  DDG Classic Cars has also purchased vehicle identification stamps for 2008 and 2009.  Therefore, the only requirements of the Decision that have not been completed are the payment of the $5.00 issuance fee and the filing of the revised tariff.
11. The Commission finds that the information submitted by DDG Classic Cars establishes good cause to grant the requested extension of time.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The request by DDG Classic Cars, Inc. for an extension of time to complete the filing requirements of Decision No. C08-1096 is granted.

2. DDG Classic Cars, Inc. is granted an additional 30 days from the mailed date of this Order to complete the filing requirements named in Decision No. C08-1096.

3. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
