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I. BY THE COMMISSION
A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of an application (Application), filed by the U.S. Army Garrison, Fort Carson, Colorado on behalf of the United States on June 5, 2009, requesting authority to install flashing lights and gates on E. Las Vegas, and flashing light signals on the driveway entrance by E. Las Vegas at the crossing with E. Las Vegas Street, National Inventory No. 905069X, El Paso County, Colorado.

2. The Commission gave notice of this Application to all interested parties, including adjacent property owners pursuant to § 40-6-108(2), C.R.S.  The notice was mailed June 19, 2009.

3. On July 9, 2009, BNSF Railway Company (BNSF) filed an Entry of Appearance and Notice of Intervention.  BNSF does not oppose or contest the granting of the Application, but rather states that it will participate in any hearing which results from interventions contesting or objecting to any portion of the application.

4. On July 13, 2009, the City of Colorado Springs (Colorado Springs) filed an Entry of Appearance and Notice of Intervention objecting to the Application and requesting a hearing on this matter.  Colorado Springs states that the proposed crossing changes may disturb or otherwise affect a municipal street and may affect the facilities of Colorado Springs Utilities.  

5. The Commission reviewed the record in this matter and deems that the Application is complete pursuant to § 40-6-109.5, C.R.S.

6. The Commission has jurisdiction in this matter under §§ 40-4-106(2)(a) and (3)(a), C.R.S.

7. Now being fully advised in the matter, we refer the Application to an Administrative Law Judge for determination of its merits.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The application filed by the U.S. Army Garrison, Fort Carson, Colorado on behalf of the United States on June 5, 2009, requesting authority to install flashing lights and gates on E. Las Vegas, and flashing light signals on the driveway entrance by E. Las Vegas at the crossing with E. Las Vegas Street, National Inventory No. 905069X, El Paso County, is deemed complete pursuant to §§ 40-6-109.5, C.R.S.

2. Docket No. 09A-420R is set for a hearing before an Administrative Law Judge of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission for all matters.
