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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1. On July 23, 2009, IDT America, Corp. (IDT), filed a Motion for Additional Extension of Time to File an Advice Letter and Tariff (Motion).

2. In the Motion, IDT requests that the Commission grant it a 90-day extension, retroactive to June 22, 2009, within which to file an advice letter and proposed tariff to be effective on not less than 30 days’ notice.

3. IDT seeks retroactivity in association with its motion for extension because, pursuant to the terms of Decision No. C09-0479, the deadline to submit the advice letter and proposed tariffs was June 22, 2009; yet IDT failed to meet the June 22, 2009 date, and made its request one month late on July 23, 2009.

4. IDT seeks the extension to prevent the Commission from deeming the certificate of public convenience and necessity and letter of registration granted to IDT by Decision No. R08-0349 from being deemed null and void.

5. The Commission finds that IDT has presented a sufficient explanation of its lengthy discussions with Commission Staff regarding the content of its advice letter and proposed tariffs to warrant the granting of its motion.  The Commission further notes that the cost of requiring IDT to re-commence the certificate of public convenience and necessity and letter of registration process exceeds the cost of granting the motion on a retroactive basis.

6. To keep this process moving toward a conclusion, the Commission, on its own motion, will waive response time to the Motion.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. Response time to the Motion for Additional Extension of Time to File an Advice Letter and Tariff filed by IDT America, Corp., on July 23, 2009 is waived on the Commission’s own motion.

2. The Motion for Additional Extension of Time to File an Advice Letter and Tariff filed by IDT America, Corp., on July 23, 2009 is granted.  The grant is retroactive to June 22, 2009.

3. The deadline for IDT America, Corp. to file its advice letter and proposed tariffs is extended 90-days from June 22, 2009 to September 20, 2009.

4. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
