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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a Motion by the Staff of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (Staff) for an Extension of Time to File Its Recommendations Regarding Black Hills/Colorado Electric Company of Colorado’s (Black Hills’) 2008 Compliance Report and Request for Waiver of Response Time (Motion) filed on August 12, 2009.  Now being duly advised in the matter, we find good cause has been stated and grant the motion
B. Findings and Conclusion

2. Rule 3663(a)(III) of the Rules Regulating Electric Utilities, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-3 requires that Staff review the annual compliance report and any comments received and file a recommendation within 60 days of filing of the report, which in this instance was filed on May 29, 2009.

3. Staff indicates that it forwarded an audit request to Black Hills regarding required information for the 2008 Compliance Report, but that there was a delay in the response.  As a result, Staff needs additional time to properly validate the information.  Staff seeks to make the report as complete and as accurate as possible and requests that August 19, 2009 be the new deadline for filing.  Staff also requests that the response time to this Motion be shortened to seven days, expiring on August 19, 2009.

4. We find good cause to grant Staff’s Motion for an Extension of Time to File Its Recommendations Regarding Black Hills’ 2008 Compliance Report to August 19, 2009 and to waive response time thereto.
II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That: 

1. The Motion by the Staff of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (Staff) for an Extension of Time to File Its Recommendations Regarding Black Hills’ 2008 Compliance Report is granted and response time is waived.
2. The deadline Staff to file its recommendations regarding Black Hills’ 2008 Compliance Plan is extended to August 19, 2009.
