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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a letter filed on August 3, 2009, by Southern Colorado Transportation Services, LLC, doing business as Trinidad Taxi (Trinidad Taxi). The letter requests 30 days additional time to comply with the requirements of Decision No. C09-0617, which granted Trinidad Taxi permanent authority to operate as a taxicab carrier.
2. Decision No. C09-0617 required, inter alia, that Trinidad Taxi cause proof of insurance or surety bond coverage to be filed with the Commission by August 8, 2009, in accordance with Rule 6007 of the Rules Regulating Transportation by Motor Vehicle, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-6.  Decision No. C09-0617 also states that states “[f]or good cause shown, the Commission may grant additional time for compliance if the request for additional time is filed within the 60 days.”

3. Trinidad Taxi’s letter states as follows:
Trinidad Taxi is currently preparing bids on additional vehicle(s) through a public (law enforcement) auction and will not have all information to secure insurance quotes and required surety information.
Insurance companies in the local area do not offer this certain type of policy and insurance coverage for the specified vehicles has been more difficult than expected.

4. The Commission finds that the information submitted by Trinidad Taxi establishes good cause to grant the requested extension of time.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The request by Southern Colorado Transportation Services, LLC, doing business as Trinidad Taxi, for a 30-day extension of time to complete the filing requirements of Decision No. C09-0617 is granted.

2. Southern Colorado Transportation Services, LLC, doing business as Trinidad Taxi, is granted an additional 30 days from the mailed date of this Order to complete the filing requirements named in Decision No. C09-0617.
3. The 20-day time period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails this Order.
4. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
