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I. BY THE COMMISSION:
A. Statement
1. On August 10, 2009, Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service) and the Independent Evaluator (IE) each filed their Phase II reports regarding bids received in response to Public Service’s Request for Proposals and proposed portfolios.  As required by Rule 3610(h) of the Rules Regulating Electric Utilities, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-3, only non-confidential versions of the reports were provided to parties other than Commission Staff and the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel.

2. On August 13, 2009, Helios Energy Partners, LLC (Helios) filed a Motion for Directed Relief requesting that the Commission require Public Service to open all Non-Wind/Non-Dispatchable bids for re-submission following the coordination and issuance of clear escalation factor guidelines, and for to Helios to resubmit its bid.  Helios submitted this motion in both a redacted public version and a confidential version.  On August 13, 2009, Helios also filed a separate motion for Extraordinary Protection, which proposes to limit access to the confidential version of its Motion for Directed Relief.  
3. Pursuant to Rule 3610 of the Rules Regulating Electric Utilities, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-3, parties have only 45 days to file comments to the Phase II reports filed by the IE and Public Service.  Therefore, we find that the expedited nature of the Phase II proceeding establishes good cause to shorten the response time to both motions filed by Helios.  We therefore shorten response time and order that responses to the two motions be filed on or before 12:00 noon on Monday, August 24, 2009.
II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. Response time to the Motion for Directed Relief, filed by Helios Energy Partners, LLC on August 13, 2009 is shortened.  Responses shall be filed on or before 12:00 noon on Monday, August 24, 2009.
2. Response time to the Motion for Extraordinary Protection, filed by Helios Energy Partners, LLC on August 13, 2009 is shortened.  Responses shall be filed on or before 12:00 noon on Monday, August 24, 2009.
3. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
