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I. By the Commission

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a Motion filed on August 20, 2009 by Staff of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (Staff) for an Extension of Time to File Its Recommendations Regarding Public Service Company of Colorado’s (Public Service) 2008 Compliance Report and Request for Waiver of Response Time (Motion).  Now, being duly advised in the matter and consistent with the discussion below, we find good cause to grant the Motion.
B. Findings and Conclusion

2. Rule 3663(a)(III) of the Rules Regulating Electric Utilities, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-3 requires Staff to review annual compliance reports and any comments received and to file a recommendation within 60 days of filing of the report.  In this case, Public Service filed its report on June 1, 2009.

3. In its Motion, Staff indicates that responses by Public Service to audit requests related to the report filed on June 1, 2009 were either incomplete or have just been received.  As a result, Staff states that it needs additional time to prepare its recommendations and requests an extension until September 4, 2009.  Staff finally requests that the response time to this Motion be waived.

4. We find good cause to grant Staff’s Motion for an Extension of Time to File Its Recommendations Regarding Public Service Company of Colorado’s 2008 Compliance Report to September 4, 2009 and to waive response time.

II. order

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Motion by Staff of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (Staff) for an Extension of Time to File Its Recommendations Regarding Public Service’s 2008 Compliance Report is granted and response time is waived.

2. Staff must file its recommendations regarding Public Service’s 2008 Compliance Plan on or before September 4, 2009.
