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ORDER GRANTING EXTENSION OF time
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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a letter filed on August 12, 2009, by Colorado Jitney, LLC, doing business as Colorado Jitney (Colorado Jitney).  The letter requests 30 days’ additional time to comply with the requirements of Decision No. R09-0597, which granted Colorado Jitney permanent authority to provide scheduled and call-and-demand limousine service between points in the Cities of Boulder and Denver, Colorado, on the one hand, and various ski areas in Colorado, on the other hand.

2. Decision No. R09-0597 required, inter alia, that Colorado Jitney cause proof of insurance or surety bond coverage to be filed with the Commission by August 23, 2009, in accordance with Rule 6007 of the Rules Regulating Transportation by Motor Vehicle, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-6.  Decision No. R09-0597 also states that “[f]or good cause shown, the Commission may grant additional time for compliance if the request for additional time is filed within the 60 days.”

3. In the letter filed on August 12, 2009, Mr. Bradley Doran, the owner of Colorado Jitney, states:

In late July I learned that my insurance policy needed to be rewritten.  The new policy resulted in unacceptable terms.  I contacted several different insurance agents, but have yet to receive an acceptable quote.  I believe this can be accomplished in the next 30 days.

4. The Commission finds that the information submitted by Colorado Jitney establishes good cause to grant the requested extension of time.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The request by Colorado Jitney, LLC, doing business as Colorado Jitney for a 30-day extension of time to complete the filing requirements of Decision No. R09-0597 is granted.

2. Colorado Jitney, LLC, doing business as Colorado Jitney is granted an additional 30 days from the Mailed Date of this Order to complete the filing requirements named in Decision No. R09-0597.

3. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
