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I. BY THE COMMISSION
A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a Motion to Extend Temporary Authority (Motion), filed by YVM, Inc., on July 31, 2009.  The Motion requests an indefinite extension of its temporary authority, granted by the Commission in Decision No. C09‑0230 and expiring on August 30, 2009, pending final determination of the related permanent application proceeding.

2. Controlling statutes permit the Commission’s extension of a temporary authority for good cause, which may extend until a final administrative decision is rendered.  See § 40-6-120(1), C.R.S.

3. No person has filed a response to the Motion.  The related permanent application proceeding in Docket No. 09A-073CP remains pending.  The Motion states, in pertinent part, that:

The Commission found an immediate and urgent need for the approval sought in the temporary authority application.  That need still exists…  Failure to grant the extension request would harm the traveling public and YVM.

4. Good cause having been shown, the Motion will be granted.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Motion to Extend Temporary Authority filed by YVM, Inc., on July 31, 2009, is granted.

2. The temporary authority granted to YVM, Inc., in Decision No. C09‑0230 is extended indefinitely, pending a final determination in Docket No. 09A-073CP.

3. The 20-day time period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails this Order.

4. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
