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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. On August 31, 2009, Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service or Applicant) filed an application seeking a Commission order authorizing it, without a formal hearing and on less-than-statutory notice, to place into effect on September 1, 2009, revised tariffs required for compliance with Colorado Senate Bill 09-051, which amended § 40-2-124, C.R.S., and became effective September 1, 2009, and Commission Decision Adopting Emergency Rules, Decision No. C09-0930 (August 26, 2009) in Docket No. 09R-618E (the Emergency Rules).  On September 1, 2009, Public Service filed an amended application that changed the proposed effective date to September 14, 2009.

2. If approved, the result will be revisions to Public Service’s existing electric tariff sheets, Colorado P.U.C. No. 7 – Electric Tariff now on file with the Commission.

3. The revised tariffs are attached to the application and affect the Applicant's Net Meter and Photovoltaic Service customers in Colorado.

4. An application for authority to change electric utility tariffs on less than 30 days’ notice is allowed pursuant to Rule 3109(b)(II) of the Rules Regulating Electric Utilities, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-3.

B. Findings of Fact and Conclusions

5. Applicant is an operating public utility subject to the jurisdiction of this Commission and is engaged in the generation, transmission, and distribution of electricity for public uses in various certificated areas within the State of Colorado.

6. Applicant generates electricity from its own power plants to meet its customers’ demands and also purchases electricity from time to time to supplement its own generation from other utilities in the west and east interconnections.

7. In Commission Decision No. C09-0930, issued in Docket No. 09R-618E, the Commission adopted Emergency Rules to comply with Colorado Senate Bill 09-051, which amended § 40-2-124, C.R.S., and became effective September 1, 2009.  Public Service asserts that it needs to modify its Net Metering and Photovoltaic Service tariffs promptly so as to be in full compliance with the Emergency Rules and the new statutory standards.

8. The proposed Net Metering and Photovoltaic Service tariffs are attached to this order as Appendix A.  We find that the revisions to these tariffs proposed by Public Service accurately reflect the changes necessitated by the Emergency Rules and Colorado Senate Bill 09‑051.

9. We therefore find good cause exists to allow the proposed changes to the Net Metering and Photovoltaic Service tariffs on less-than-statutory notice.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. This application is deemed complete.

2. The application filed by Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service) for authority to change tariffs on less-than-statutory notice is granted.

3. Public Service is authorized to file, on not less than one day’s notice, the tariffs attached as Appendix A and made a part of this Order.  These tariffs shall be effective for actual electricity sales on or after their effective date of September 14, 2009.

4. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
