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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a petition filed on August 24, 2009, by Ken Caryl Concierge, LLC (Ken Caryl).  In this petition, Ken Caryl requests a waiver of Rule 6308(a)(II) of the Commission’s Rules Regulating Transportation by Motor Vehicle, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-6.

B. Findings of Fact

2. The vehicle for which a waiver is requested is identified as an all-wheel drive Lexus RX 350 sport utility vehicle.
  The waiver is requested for a two-year period.

3. The Commission noticed this application to all interested persons, firms, and corporations pursuant to § 40-6-108(2), C.R.S., on August 31, 2009.

4. No petition to intervene or otherwise participate in this proceeding has been filed.  This proceeding is therefore uncontested.  Pursuant to § 40-6-109(5), C.R.S., this matter may be determined without a hearing.

5. A review of Commission records shows that Ken Caryl has not completed the registration requirements set forth in Rule 6303.  Therefore, the Commission has not issued to Ken Caryl the required registration to operate as an exempt luxury limousine carrier.

6. Rule 6300 provides that “Rules 6300 through 6399 apply to all exempt passenger carriers.”  Ken Caryl is not an exempt passenger carrier.  Therefore, the waiver request submitted by Ken Caryl will be denied.

C. Conclusions

7. Because Ken Caryl is not registered as an exempt passenger carrier, the Commission finds Ken Caryl lacks appropriate standing to request a waiver of Rule 6308(a)(II).  Ken Caryl may submit another waiver request after it completes the registration requirements set forth in Rule 6303.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The request of Ken Caryl Concierge, LLC for a waiver of Rule 6308(a)(II) of the Commission’s Rules Regulating Transportation by Motor Vehicle, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-6, is denied.
2. The 20-day time period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Mailed Date of this Order.

3. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
